Lesson Plan
Second Person Singular Present Tense

Objective:
Students will be able to identify and use both orally and in writing, second person singular present tense verbs.

Materials Used:

Telephone prop Tacks, magnets or tape

Pictures from picture file Student activity sheets

Labels Cut out pictures of different actions
Procedures:

Comprehensible Input:

I will have several pictures of different friends on the board. | will set up the scenario of, “It’s Friday night
and I don’t have anything to do.” | will begin calling my different friends and ask what they are doing for the
night. I will use the second person singular and first person singular of verbs they already know in the
conversations. | will put up labels of what I’m saying and pictures of my friends’ activities, but the students will
not see or hear what my friends are saying.

I will ask yes or no questions, either/or, and tag questions throughout the comprehensible input to check
students’ comprehension. I’ll ask questions like, “Does Maria go to a party or sing in a choir?” and “Who
watches TV on Fridays?” These will reenter the third person. More tu questions could be directed at individual
students: “Do you swim on Fridays, Lee?” and “Do you study on Fridays, Susie?” Toward the end, students
may be able to reply with the tu form to questions like, “Do | play basketball on Fridays like Miguel?” and
“What do | want to do on Friday night?”

After the comprehensible input I will ask the students if they noticed anything different about the verbs |
was using. | will review the uses of ti and usted with them that they have learned previously. Then I will ask
them about the verbs and how they changed: Did they notice who I was referring to and what changed about the
verb? What are the differences between the infinitive, first person and third person forms of the verb? Compare
this to the newly learned second person. Students will notice that with the tu form of the verb the -r is dropped
off -ar and -er verbs and an -s is added. They will also notice that -ir verbs drop the -ir and add an -es. | will
tell them that they have just learned the second person present tense!

Activity 1: Input: Reading. In this affective exercise, students will read questions in the td form and must
respond by checking boxes, basing their answers on their own activities. At the end, I will tally up the class’s
preferred activities. | may also ask some personal questions like, “What type of music do you listen to?”
“What fast food do you prefer?” “Do you roller skate or skateboard?” etc.

Activity 2: Input: Listening. Students will hear a phone conversation between me and a guy friend. I’ll make
my voice sound deep for my friend’s lines so that students can easily tell who is speaking. For everything that |
ask my friend students will number the appropriate clip art. They will then circle yes or no according to whether
he did the action or not. | will read the conversation twice and then review it with the class.
R: Digame.
A: Hola, Roger.
R: Hola, Ashley.

Activity 3: Input: Reading. Students will read a paragraph of things that | do as a teacher in the classroom and
things they do as students. To show that they understand the students will draw the actions that I do in the
Teacher boxes, and they will draw what they do in the Student boxes according to the paragraph.

Activity 4: Output: Speaking. Students will get into partners and each partner will have an envelope with an
action inside. One student will open their envelope and they must act out whatever action they have been given.
The other student must ask questions using the td form to try and figure out what the other person is doing.
Once they have guessed it they will switch and the other student will guess.

Activity 5: Output: Writing/Speaking. Students will stay with their partners. They will ask each other how
they study and write down their partners’ answers. They must ask about good and bad study habits they have.
Afterwards they will compare and contrast their answers. They will make a list based of their answers from the
questions. What are good study habits they have, and bad habits they have in common?

Activity 6: Output: Writing. Students can express their interests in this activity by choosing a famous person
to write about. The scenario is that their famous “friend” has lost his/her memory and students must help them
by describing what they do. As an example | will have a picture of a famous person on the board, and we will
do the task orally as a class. To summarize, you can read a few of the students’ paragraphs (without the
introductory sentence) and have the other students guess who the famous person is.
