The foundation for this report included a review of literature and a focus group of parents of children with intellectual disabilities. 

Summer Transition Clinic For ten years I was the director of a 4-week summer program for adolescents with and without disabilities. The focus of this program was helping prepare the youth for adulthood. Students participated in a variety of experiences from year to year, including  individualized instruction (e.g., money skills, remedial reading, time management, telling time, writing), career development (e.g., job shadowing in the community, job interview skills, general employment skills), social skills training, life skills science (e.g., health, hygiene, safety, recycling), and citizenship activities (e.g., voting, community involvement, roles and responsibilities). For the last five years of the program students participated in service learning at organizations including the Humane Society, Habitat for Humanity, Storybook Farms, and Boykin Center. The clinic teachers were master’s level students in the Department of Rehabilitation and Special Education. 

Grant Preparation with the Alabama State Department of Education -I have assisted the Alabama State Department of Education with the writing of 3 grants. Two were funded; one was not.

I assisted in the writing of this grant. Once funded, I served as a consultant for several different aspects of the grant.

The Partnership Conference. I was one of three individuals to initiate a  partnership conference for regular education and special education teachers and parents of students with learning disabilities.  In 1993, the conference was a joint effort between the Division of Learning Disabilities of the Alabama Federation of the Council for Exceptional Children and the Alabama chapter of the Council for Learning Disabilities.  In 1994, the conference was the site of the 1994 Regional Conference of the Council for Learning Disabilities. Conference attendance was 190+ in 1993, 400+ in 1994, and125 in 1995.

Occupational Diploma Curriculum Committee. I was appointed to the Alabama Occupational Curriculum Committee.  This committee was created to develop the occupational courses which will lead to the attainment of the Alabama Occupational Diploma. This committee met for a nine days from May to June 1996.  The curriculum was being piloted in 12 systems throughout the state and became a state graduation option for students with disabilities.
