4.  Course Description:  
Supervised counseling psychological clinical experiences appropriate to student's developmental level. 

5.   Course Objectives:
The assumption in this course is that all students in the College of Education are working to be competent, committed, and reflective professionals. The objective of this course is to continue students’ development as a psychotherapist. Subsets of this overall objective include continued improvement in students’ ability to:
1) Maintain awareness of client factors and their influence on the therapy and assessment process;
2) Be aware of reactions to clients and how those reactions may affect the services provided;
3) Establish rapport and a good working relationship with clients;
4) Be flexible in the provision of clinical services such that different skills and approaches are tailored to client needs and preferences;
5) Integrate multicultural theory and awareness of cultural factors into clinical practice;
6) Manage ethical issues in a professional and appropriate manner;
7) Document clinical work in a way that meets the standards of the work setting, insurance companies (if applicable), and state laws;
8) Work cooperatively and effectively within the agency setting and develop appropriate professional relationships with other agency staff;
9) Effectively engage in the supervision process to benefit clients and enhance professional development;
10) Request consultation from peers and supervisors and provide helpful, tactful feedback to peers.
6.   Course Content and Schedule:
This course primarily involves your engagement in one or more Program Approved Clinical Experiences (PACE)—or Tevera equivalent—that is/are not part of your required practicum sequence or pre-doctoral internship. Your specific activities and time schedule are dependent on the agreement you make with your clinical site. You are expected to attend your site as agreed and engage in the agreed-upon activities. Students will meet periodically with the instructor individually or in small groups. Specific dates for the meetings will be arranged and communicated via email.
7.   Course Requirements/Evaluation:

Course Requirements:
1. Preparation: Re-read the updated Student Handbook Auburn University Counseling Psychology PhD Program guidelines for clinical experiences if you have not done so within the past 30 days, as that document serves as an addendum to the course syllabus. Also, you should review the Ethical Principles of Psychologists and Code of Conduct (APA, 2017). In addition to following the practicum guidelines and ethical code, you are required to carry out the responsibilities to which you are assigned at your clinical site.
2. Documentation and Practicum Site Evaluation: As with all semesters in which you engage in clinical work, you are required to complete all required forms for each site at which you are engaging in clinical work. 
a) a partial list of practicum hours and clients seen using the program approved reporting form (e.g., Tevera Mid-term Hours Report). You must sign this form, but a supervisor signature is optional. Due March.1 (Week before Spring Break).
b) a complete list of practicum hours and clients seen using the program approved reporting form (e.g., Tevera End Semester Hours Report). You and one site supervisor must sign this form. Due May 3 (Finals Week).
c) you are required to submit an evaluation using the program approved practicum evaluation form at the end of the term using the online system (e.g., Tevera Semester Evaluation). You must have your site supervisor(s) sign this form, followed by signing that you reviewed the form online or with your supervisor. You can enter up to 3 site supervisors—enter “skip” if you only have 1-2 supervisors instead of leaving the online box blank. Due May 3.

It is your responsibility to provide your site supervisor(s) the form enough in advance that it can be completed by the end of the term. Waiting until the last week of class may be too late to meet this deadline. You must meet the requirements spelled out in the program policies for the minimally acceptable evaluations to pass practicum for students in their first year of practicum. These requirements are spelled out in the program policies on the COP website. ALL record of hours and evaluations will be submitted on Canvas or Tevera on the due date outlined in the course schedule (May 3). 

3. Clinical Activities: You are required to engage in clinical activities as part of your Program Approved Clinical Experience (PACE) placement. Site guidelines for tele-health and in-person sessions should be followed. The number of hours and type of clinical experience is dependent on the agreement made with your placement. You are required to accurately and honestly document your intervention, support, and supervision hours accrued at each PACE site. 
3. Supervision of Your Clinical Activities: You must receive weekly supervision as part of your practicum experience. In most cases, your clinical experience will be supervised by a licensed psychologist who engages in direct observation of your work (live observation, video recording, live stream, or [only when necessitated by site confidentiality issues] audio recording). If your direct supervisor is not a licensed psychologist in the jurisdiction where services are rendered, you will need a licensed psychologist to observe your clinical work and complete an evaluation in order for your hours to count as ‘practicum’ hours for licensing purposes. This may be a supervisor-of-supervision, site director, etc. If there is no licensed psychologist at your site, the Externship course instructor/AU Director of Practicum Training or another licensed member of the AU faculty may be able to serve as the licensed psychologist available and will engage in direct observation of your work or you may need to arrange for additional supervision. This direct observation must be arranged in advance of agreeing to participate at the site with the course instructor.
Evaluation:
Externship Evaluation. Starting in Fall 2017, students are required to register for an Externship course (taught as COUN 8970: Special Topics through Spring 2020 and as COUN 8910: Practicum: Externship in Counseling Psychology in Summer 2020 and later) in terms in which they are completing a clinical experience that is not part of their enrollment in a required Practicum course or graduate assistantship.

Effective Spring 2020, only students who have already completed two semesters of COUN 8910 (Advanced Practicum) are eligible to enroll in Externship. Therefore, effective Spring 2020, students must meet the same minimum evaluation standards set forth for COUN 8910: Advanced Practicum II (outlined in handbook). Minimum requirements for prior semesters are documented on the course syllabi for those specific semesters.
Additional Evaluation Considerations. The guidelines in the student handbook are considered necessary, but not sufficient, conditions to receive a grade of “Satisfactory” in Practicum and Externship courses. Although the instructor will carefully consider the on-site supervisor’s feedback, the instructor bears final responsibility for assigning the grade. Because a variety of factors (including, but not limited to, class attendance, performance on required course assignments, responses to instructions from the instructor, and overall competence of the on-site supervisor) must be considered in assigning the course grade, exceptions to the above can be made by the course instructor.
This course uses satisfactory/unsatisfactory grading. Your evaluation will depend on your performance as a clinician (including related issues such as ethics, behavior with on-site colleagues, etc.), particularly as evidenced in any recordings you share and in your descriptions of the actions you have been taking with your clients. Also considered will be your comments and behavior as a student in this class. A key ingredient in your course grade will be the evaluation completed by your on-site supervisor near the end of the semester.

A grade of satisfactory in the course requires all of the following:

To receive a grade of satisfactory in the first semester of COUN 8910, you must receive ratings from your onsite supervisor that have the following characteristics:

· Evaluation from your training site supervisor and/or licensed psychologist who has observed your work that indicates satisfactory performance. Specifically, all items completed by the supervisor (excluding Cannot Judge) must be rated “Consistent with Some Prior Clinical Experience” or better and you cannot be rated as having violated ethical principles for psychologists.
· No indication from the site evaluation (formal or informal) that there are problems of professional competence that would trigger a need for remediation;

· Accurate submission of semester clinical hours (intervention, support, and supervision);
· No absences from class meetings (make-ups will be allowed in the case of excused absences);

· No indication from your site that there were problems with attendance or reliability that impaired your ability to meet agreed-upon site expectations;

· No indication of behavior that violates APA ethical standards as it relates to the student’s PACE work or participation in the externship class.

If it becomes evident that you are not meeting expectations for a satisfactory grade, I will meet with you to discuss this matter. If you do not receive a satisfactory evaluation from your training site, you may be required to take steps toward remediation as allowed in the training manual, training site policies, ethical guidelines, and professional judgment of counseling psychology program faculty. Please note that program policies specify minimally acceptable scores on the site evaluation. Failure to achieve these benchmarks means you will receive an Unsatisfactory grade in Externship and will undergo remediation procedures. You are encouraged to become familiar with program policies that bear upon the grade of Satisfactory for externship and the ability to progress in the program. This is specified in the program requirements and this information is available on the counseling psychology website.
8.  Class Policy Statements:

Late Work Policy: It is expected that you have completed all assignments by the start of class on the day assignments are due. Failure to turn an assignment in on time or missing a presentation will result in unsatisfactory completion of that course requirement, and in many instances would mean an inability to pass the class. It is therefore imperative that students complete all course requirements on time. I reserve the right to allow exceptions to this policy, for example, in the event of an emergency. 
Attendance Policy: Students are expected to attend all called course meetings. Students are granted excused absences for the following reasons: illness of the student or serious illness of a member of the student’s immediate family, death of a member of the student’s immediate family, trips for student organizations sponsored by an academic unit, trips for university classes, trips for participation in intercollegiate athletic events, subpoena for a court appearance, and religious holidays. Students who wish to have excused absences from class for any other reason must contact the instructor in advance of the absence to request permission. The instructor will weigh the merits of the request and render a decision. When feasible, the student must notify the instructor prior to the occurrence of any excused absences, but in no case shall notification occur more than one week after the absence. Appropriate documentation for all excused absences is required. Please see the Student Policy eHandbook at www.auburn.edu/studentpolicies for more information on excused absences. In order for an excused absence to not count against the attendance grading requirement, students must make up the missed class period in a manner acceptable to the course instructor within one week of the absence or notification of absence (in cases when notice prior to the absence is not possible—but again, all excused absences must be communicated to the instructor no later than one week of the absence). 
As this is a practicum/externship course, attendance is required at regular intervals. Students are expected to attend all class meetings in person or online, e.g., via Zoom. Please note the Auburn COVID-19 policies. Active, cooperative, and collaborative learning are strongly emphasized in this class. Thus, open and active participation is expected from students. As stated in the Course Requirements, students with more than one unexcused absence will result in an Unsatisfactory grade in this class. After one unexcused tardy or early departure of 15 minutes or more, each subsequent tardiness or early departure will be considered an unexcused absence from class. Note there are also exceptions regarding COVID-19 as described by Auburn University policies at https://ahealthieru.auburn.edu/.
Accommodations:  Students who need accommodations are asked to electronically submit their approved accommodations through AU Access and to arrange a meeting with me during the first week of classes, or as soon as possible if accommodations are needed immediately. Honesty Code:  All portions of the Auburn University student academic honesty code (Title XII) found in the Student Policy eHandbook (http://www.auburn.edu/student_info/student_policies/) will apply to this class. All academic honesty violations or alleged violations of the SGA Code of Laws will be reported to the Office of the Provost, which will then refer the case to the Academic Honesty Committee.

Professionalism:  As faculty, staff, and students interact in professional settings, they are expected to demonstrate professional behaviors as defined in the College’s conceptual framework. These professional commitments or dispositions are listed below:

· Engage in responsible and ethical professional practices

· Contribute to collaborative learning communities

· Demonstrate a commitment to diversity

· Model and nurture intellectual vitality
As students enrolled in a training program accredited by the American Psychological Association, you are bound by the Ethical Principles of Psychologists and Code of Conduct adopted by that organization. The Student Policy eHandbook contains information on procedures to follow in the event you have an academic grievance. It also contains information about the student code of conduct. It is your responsibility to be familiar with and to follow the code of conduct in the eHandbook. 

Confidentiality/Privacy: Material describing clients, particularly any information which might later help identify a client in an environment outside class, must be kept confidential, consistent with the APA ethics code. Specifics that you discuss in class or class-related consultation about yourself and your behavior as a therapist are considered private within the scope of training, and confidential as pertains to your peers. That is to say, no member of the class is to repeat outside of class private information disclosed in class. To do so would violate the privacy rights of your peers who are disclosing in pursuit of becoming a better clinician. There are certain conditions that demand information I obtain about your clients’ behaviors and your own behavior with your clients be disclosed or otherwise discussed with others. These include the usual ones of court order, child or elder abuse, and serious threats of violence, including threatened suicide or homicide, by the client. I may also disclose to others behaviors you have engaged in or appear to be engaging in which in my opinion put your client's welfare at risk. Routine mistakes made by students in training do not demand that I disclose personal information. Should I have serious concerns about your ability to pass the class, I may discuss these concerns with colleagues to arrive at an appropriate decision for future training requirements. I also reserve the right to consult with a colleague to appropriately address clinical issues that arise (ranging from a particular clinical policy to a situation in which I have concerns about your or a client’s safety). Finally, during faculty meetings and/or on-site evaluations of your performance, illustrative problem areas may be discussed. As a general rule, I will use common sense and sensitivity to your needs as important variables in deciding whether it is necessary to discuss with others what has transpired in class or individual meetings. Regarding transport of session recordings to and from your site, I require that you use a password-protected or encrypted flash drive or folder.
Office Hours: I am available by appointment. Campus email is the best way to reach me to schedule an appointment, but you can also see me after class or call my office phone. I encourage you to make an appointment with me if you have any questions or concerns about the course or your performance in it. If you want or require additional supervision/consultation beyond what is offered by your site and via the Externship class, you have a right to request individual consultation meetings with me as the course instructor/co-director of training. I offer the caveat that I may ask another supervisor to serve in my absence if I am away and cannot be reached. Please follow your site requirements and the ethical guidelines, along with Alabama (or Georgia, if applicable) state law, when dealing with client emergencies. 
9.  Justification for Graduate Credit:
This course includes advanced content in graduate psychology education and is designed to partially meet standards for accreditation by the American Psychological Association (APA). Only students enrolled in the counseling psychology doctoral programs are eligible to take this course.

Statement on COVID-19 Physical Distancing

· Face coverings are not a substitute for physical distancing. Students shall observe physical distancing guidelines where possible in the classroom, laboratory, and in public spaces.

· Students should avoid congregating around doorways before or after class sessions. If the instructional space has designated entrance and exit doors students are required to use them. Students should exit the instructional space immediately after the end of instruction to help ensure social distancing and allow for the persons attending the next scheduled class session to enter.

Face Covering Policy

Please be prepared for this contingency by ensuring that you have access to a computer and Internet.

Assignments/Schedule Subject to Change due to Pandemic

· The course schedule and assignments are designed with the most up-to-date information and policies in mind. If the situation changes I will make every effort to keep the schedule as consistent as possible; however, please note that the due dates for assignments and tests may be changed during the semester in response to the changing health and safety requirements or policies of the University. When changes are made, they will be communicated via Canvas Announcement, university email, or Canvas message, and all assignment due dates will be updated.

In the Event a Student in Class Tests Positive

· Students must conduct daily health checks in accordance with CDC guidelines (See CDC website). Students testing positive for COVID-19, exhibiting COVID-19 symptoms or who have been in direct contact with someone testing positive for COVID-19 will not be allowed to attend in-person instructional activities and must leave the venue immediately. Students should contact the Student Health Center (https://cws.auburn.edu/aumc/) or their health care provider to receive care and who can provide the latest direction on quarantine and self-isolation. Contact your instructor immediately to make instructional and learning arrangements.

In the Event that I Test Positive or Am Required to Quarantine

· If I am unable to attend our face to face [F2F] portions of the class, we will transition to a fully online course until I am allowed to return. If I become ill or unable to lead the class, a backup instructor will be identified, and they will communicate any changes or updates to the course schedule or mode of instruction as soon as possible.

Zoom Policies

· When we meet on Zoom, your attendance, attention, and participation are expected. Zoom participation requires you to keep your video on and your microphone muted when you are not speaking. Although you may be participating from your domicile, our Zoom meetings are professional interactions. You should dress and behave as you would in a normal F2F classroom. To the extent possible, please minimize distractions in the background. I reserve the right to dismiss anyone from a Zoom meeting whose environment or behavior is distracting or problematic. If you have any issues with sharing your video feed, adhering to this policy, or anything else related to your use of Zoom please notify me via email in the first week of class. I’m happy to consider and provide accommodations, but you will need to be in communication with me.

Attendance

· Your health and safety, and the health and safety of your peers, are my top priorities. If you are experiencing any symptoms of COVID-19, or if you discover that you have been in close contact with others who have symptoms or who have tested positive, you should not attend in-person classes. You will not be penalized for such an absence nor will you be asked to provide formal documentation from a healthcare provider. My hope is that if you are feeling ill or if you have been exposed to someone with the virus, you will stay home to protect others. I don’t want the need for documentation to discourage you from self-isolating when you are experiencing symptoms.

· Please do the following in the event of an illness or COVID-related absence:

· Notify me in advance of your absence if possible

· Keep up with coursework as much as possible

· Participate in class activities and submit assignments electronically as much as possible

· Notify me if you require a modification to the deadline of an assignment or exam
