Course Description: This course focuses on content addressing the cultural context issues and trends in a multicultural and diverse society related to such factors as culture, ethnicity, nationality, age, gender, sexual orientation, mental and physical characteristics, education, family values, religious and spiritual values, socioeconomic status and unique characteristics of individuals, couples, families, ethnic groups, and communities. 9.  Class Policy Statements:

1. Attendance: Although attendance is not required, students are expected to attend all classes, and will be held responsible for any content covered in the event of an absence.

2. Excused absences: Students are granted excused absences from class for the following reasons: illness of the student or serious illness of a member of the student’s immediate family, trips for student organizations sponsored by an academic unit, trips for university classes, trips for participation in intercollegiate athletic events, subpoena for a court appearance, and religious holidays.  Students who wish to have excused absences from class for any other reason must contact the instructor in advance of the absence to request permission. The instructor will weigh the merits of the request and render a decision. When feasible, the student must notify the instructor prior to the occurrence of any excused absences, but in no case shall notification occur more than one week after the absence.  Appropriate documentation for all excused absences is required.  Please see the Tiger Cub for more information on excused absences.  

3. Make-Up Policy: Arrangement to make up a missed major examination (e.g., hour exams, mid-term exams) due to properly authorized excused absences must be limited must be initiated by the student within one week of the end of the period of the excused absence(s).  Except in extraordinary circumstance, no make-up exams will be arranged during the last three days before the final exam period begins.

4. Academic Honesty Policy: All portions of the Auburn University student academic honesty code (Title XII) found in the Tiger Cub will apply to university courses.  All academic honesty violations or alleged violations of the SGA Code of Laws will be reported to the Office of the Provost, which will then refer the case to the Academic Honesty Committee.

5. Advocacy /Multicultural Project

Students will be assigned a group.  The purpose of the group is to develop a group project that addresses social and/or cultural issues reflecting discrimination and/or inequality. This should be done in regards to the broad aspects of this issue and the potential counseling/advocacy implications.  The project is composed of the following components:

Advocacy/Multicultural Counseling Project (50%)


Group Presentation (15%)


Project Paper (15%)


Individual Response Paper (5%)


Advocacy Project (15%)

Group Presentation (15%)

You are asked to really think about innovative ways that you can communicate the central and critical issues in your topic area.  This may include the use of multiple methods (e.g., videos, demonstrations, power point presentations, experiential activities, readings, handouts, brochures) to present what you believe are the core issues.  The total presentation time is 70-80 minutes.  All presentations must include an experiential activity or reflection question that will be distributed the week prior to the presentation.   

Presentations need to include:

· Recommended Readings and Resources 

· Materials that demonstrate central issues 

· Counseling/Educational Resources 

· Experiential/Reflection Activity

· Minimum of 15 minutes to discuss experiential activity/reflection question

Project Paper (15%)

Groups must submit one 12-15 page paper that addresses these issues (not including reference and title page)

· Description of the Issue

· Implications for those impacted

· Implications and recommendations for counselors and other professionals (educators)

All papers are to be written in APA manuscript format (double-space).  This includes a title page, abstract, page numbers and appropriate use of citations and references.   

Individual Response and Group Evaluation Form  (5%)

All group members will be asked to submit the Group Evaluation form (see attached).  This form is to be submitted in a sealed envelope on the day of the group presentation.  

Advocacy Project (15%) 

Each group is asked to submit an advocacy plan and report (5-6 pages double-spaced – not including reference page and title page) to be submitted at the time of their presentation.  This report should demonstrate how the group, and/or individual members, implemented part or all of the plan during this semester.  The report should also include:

· Identification of the issues important to counselors 

· Organizations and groups that promote advocacy relevant to your topic

· Strategies that counselors or other professionals can take to advocate

· What members learned or experienced during their advocacy project

6. What do you wish the instructor had said or not said about the content if it was discussed in class?

15. How might this issue or content be viewed differently based on gender and/or sexual orientation?

16. How might this issue or content be viewed by racial or ethnic background?

17. What do you wish you knew beyond the issues or content that were provided?

18. What questions might you want to ask individuals or groups involved in this issue or content?

19. How important (provide a rationale) do you believe this issue or content is relevant to this class and/or your professional development?

20. In what ways as a individual or professional could you advocate on issues related to this content?

21. How does this issue or content affect you personally, in what ways do you relate to this issue or content?

22. Who would you like to share this information or content with and for what purpose?

23. If you were a teacher how might you share or use this information or content in a class?  What would the class be?

24. What content or issue do you wish had been presented in class and in what way?

25. Share anything that you want about this content or your response to the content or issue?
