Course Goals:

EDLD 7970 examines the developmental challenges of college students from the cognitive, affective and behavioral domains. The purpose of this course is to provide an overview of major developmental theories affecting college students, the influence of the collegiate environment, and the influences of the research which impact these theories. A critical component of this course is the integration of theory and practice.

Reflective assessment paper
This paper integrates the theories we discuss this semester with your experiences when you were an undergraduate. Plan to discuss your development using the following theories and noting specific examples that integrate and evaluate the developmental transitions you experienced. 
1. Erikson
2. Chickering (choose at least 2 vectors to write about).

3. Perry or Baxter-Magolda or Kegan or Belenky et al.

4. Kohlberg or Gilligan

5. Kolb or Holland or Myers-Briggs 
6. A theory from a particular theory family (ethnic, gender, sexual, faith, environment)
You do not need to detail the theories, just refer to them in the narrative. Trace your development in sequence in terms of specific vectors, stages, positions, etc. Using specific examples from your experiences, describe the ways your development progressed in relation to the theories discussed. The connections drawn between these experiences and the theories should demonstrate your knowledge of the theory and insight into your own development. Conclude with a summation of how you might apply what you have learned about SDT to your work with college students. Discuss how you might interact directly, teach, engage in program planning or develop policy initiatives. Also, plan to discuss one of the theories that affected your development in class.
Your paper should be about 20 pages, double spaced, 11- 12 point font with 1 inch margins.

This is not a research paper but you need to cite sources as you refer to them using APA format. You may use sources in addition to the texts if you feel they add to the depth of your reflection. If you are uncomfortable using your own experiences, select someone else with whom you are familiar.

The following rubric applies to all written work in this class.
A papers are excellent. They reflect critical thinking, creativity, integration of theory and are well organized. They are free of mechanical errors, such as typos, grammatical and syntax problems.

B papers are good quality and show a solid grasp of the material. They also are well thought out and free of mechanical errors.

C papers are generally not acceptable at the graduate level.  They may contain weaknesses in organization and mechanics.

D papers are not acceptable in a graduate program.
Tests 1 & 2
Test 1 will cover readings and class notes from the first half of the course and Test 2 will focus on material from the last half. You will need to integrate material from the first part of the semester into your responses on the second test.  
Case Study discussion and handout theory to practice 
Each person will sign up to lead the second part of a class session where we will analyze a case study using a theory/ies we have discussed. You will need to apply a case study analysis model which will be shared in class. You may bring in a case of your choosing (or I can suggest one) with copies for all class members. The following should be included in the handout. 

1. The case under discussion with source identification.

2. Note how the case relates to the theories.

3. Most important: Include the class in a thought provoking way so we leave the class knowing more about the theory/theories in question. You might include thought questions at the end of your handout that will stimulate discussion to help us better understand the meaning, strengths, and/or limitations of the case and theories applied. 
Class Attendance and Participation

It is important in this class that you participate actively. To accomplish this you must attend class and be on time. Regular attendance and active participation are essential for successful completion of the course. Participation includes completing the readings prior to class, engaging in a scholarly discussion, asking questions, sharing experiences, and contributing to the class community. 

Absence must be handled as it would be in a professional position, planned for and communicated. Please let me know ahead of time if you know you will be missing class. Since our class meets only once weekly, excessive absences (more than two) and/or consistent tardiness will reflect on your final grade. 
Extenuating circumstances will be considered on an individual basis, especially if negotiated ahead of time.
