Course Requirements
There will be 2 exams. In addition, there will be 8 unannounced quizzes.

• Exam #1 (100 pts). This exam will cover approximately one-half of the class content and will focus on teaching reading decoding and comprehension. Questions will be designed to assess students’ ability to apply course content to teaching situations.  

• Exam #2  (100 pts). This exam will be administered on the last class period and will focus on teaching math to students with disabilities. Questions will be designed to assess students’ ability to apply course content to teaching situations. 

• Quizzes (8 quizzes, 10 points each). There will be 8 unannounced quizzes administered in this class. Questions will cover material from the assigned readings for that day. Quizzes will be comprised of all types of questions.
Sounds Mastery: (20 pts). Students will be evaluated on their mastery of sound symbol relationships.
Graduate Student Assignment (25 pts) Graduate students are required to identify and review five articles (5 points each) that evaluate teaching reading and math instruction for students with disabilities. These one page reviews are due on the last night of class.
