Course Purpose and Objectives

This doctoral level seminar has been designed to provide an objective and analytical perspective of the faculty role or as a senior level administrator relative to research and professional writing. Individual qualities required for success as a faculty member in institutions of higher education or in contemporary special education or rehabilitation organizations will be explored, examined and analyzed through lectures and presentations by rehabilitation and special education faculty members, assigned readings, and various writing assignments. 

A particular emphasis of the course will be presentations by faculty members regarding career path, selection of a line of research inquiry, research and publication as well as funding mechanisms for research. 

Instructional Objectives

· To gain an understanding and appreciation for the faculty role and attendant responsibilities.
· To gain an understanding of the attributes and dynamics of the faculty role through assigned readings, shared experiences, and group discussion.
· To gain an understanding of professional writing through various assignments.
· To gain an understanding and usage of APA style.
