-- demonstrate holistic language skills.  Given a choice of three topics, they write a 3-paragraph essay demonstrating mastering of concepts of development, organization pattern, transition markers and mechanics
-- able to understand the passive voice, gerund/infinitive, and noun clauses and use them correctly in their writing.
