Attendance and Participation:

You are required to attend class and to show up on time.  I realize there may be times when you are unable to come.  Therefore, you are permitted 3 excused absences.  This class is made up of 15 hours in the classroom and 30 hours on the water.  Each hour you miss, whether it is in the classroom or on the water, equals one absence.  Each hour you miss after that will result in your grade being reduced by 45 points or one letter grade.  Each time you are late your grade will be reduced by 15 points.  

Written Exam:

The written exam will be in the classroom and will primarily cover the safety rules related to water skiing.

Final Show:

The final show will be the last day on the water.  You and your team will be judged based on effort and participation.  The show will be made up of a minimum of three acts and an original theme.  More information will be provided in class.

Things to Remember:

· There is a $335 activity fee associated with this class due on the first day of class

· Bring a cooler with something to drink (water, Gatorade, etc.)

· Wear appropriate swimwear

· Bring a towel

· Bring something warm to wear when not on the water

· If you show up to class under the influence of any substance such that you are deemed unable to safely participate you will be considered absent!  Absolutely no exceptions!

· We are skiing in Montgomery – allow yourself enough travel time so you are not late

· Adhere to all safety rules at all times
