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Course Description:

In this course we evaluate and investigate foreign language teaching effectiveness with attention to current instruments and models for assessment of communicative competence and proficiency in all three modes, interpersonal, interpretive and presentational. Course readings will include measurement theory and assessment methods. In addition, students will prepare and administer assessments for all three modes in a communicative learning environment.
Note:  All on-campus students or GTAs must wear masks and shields during attendance in 1414 Haley Center. You must also clean your area with a disinfectant wipe before leaving. In addition, we will use an air filter to clean the air of bacteria and viruses between all classes meeting in 1414 Haley Center.
