7.  COURSE REQUIREMENTS/EVALUATION:  Students are required to: a) successfully complete and turn in all required assignments no later than the date designated, b) take and pass all required exams, c) attend class and participate in class discussions and activities via zoom, and d) read assigned materials prior to attending classes.

Class Activities (25 points): 

Active Participation (10 points) is defined as volunteering during discussion, ongoing contribution to group work (via comment or in the chat box) and attending class with your zoom window open.


Autism Internet Modules (3 modules, 5 points each for in-class students, 5 modules, 5 points each for distance students): Demonstrate competency on required AIM topics relating to PBIS.  See Dr. Hill to ensure you selected an appropriate topic.  Complete the post-test with at least 80% accuracy to receive credit for each module.

Tests (100 points, 50 points each): Demonstrate competency on two (2) tests covering lecture, class activities, and information from the required reading and text. Tests will be completed on Canvas. Tests will be available for completion for a limited amount of time (see Canvas). Distance students are not required to have a proctor. 
Literature Review Annotated Bibliography (75 points): Each student will choose a topic from the list below review five journal articles related to the chosen topic. For each journal article, write a reference citation and one page that provides a summary of the findings and a discussion of their implications for practice within schools. The annotated bibliography should be written according to APA style, 6th edition. The assignment will be at least 5 pages in length will be completed and graded in sections. In order to receive credit for the final draft, each of the previous components must be completed by the required due dates.  You will need to upload the articles with your draft.

CLASS POLICIES:

Credit: Final grades will be comprised of points earned on the activities, tests, presentation/ paper described in the syllabus. 

Attendance:  Because of the current situation, we will not meet on campus.  Attendance will be taken through zoom for in-class students.   
Assignments: All written assignments are expected to conform to the current style manual of the American Psychological Association (APA). This includes the use of person-first language (i.e. “child with a disability” rather than “disabled child”). Written assignments are expected to be typewritten, grammatically accurate, and free of spelling and typographical errors. Assignments are to be of a quality that would be expected of a professional. Eight points will be deducted for failure to maintain the use of person-first language within the literature review assignment.

All assignments must be turned in the day each are due within the first 10 minutes of the regularly scheduled class time; this includes assignments that are submitted through Canvas. Assignments must be turned in by the student completing the assignment.  No late assignments will be accepted unless the instructor has received prior notice of absence (via phone, email, etc…) that can be verified as a university approved excuse. When prior notice is provided and the student has a university approved excuse, he or she will have one week from the time he or she returns to class to turn in the assignment.

NOTE: Any assignments completed and/or submitted that do not comply with the above requirements will be returned and will not be accepted for credit.

Exams: Arrangements to make up missed major examinations due to properly authorized excused absences shall be initiated by the student within one week from the end of the period of the excused absence. Normally, a make-up exam shall occur within one week from the time the student initiates arrangements for it.
