Course Assignments Criteria

· Assignment 1:  Teaching Philosophy (10 pts)

· This assignment asks you to think deeply about powerful social studies teaching and then to consider how you will implement those concepts into your own classroom. 

· Criteria and grading information will be posted on the course website
· Assignment 2:  Primary Source Teaching Packet (25 pts)
· One goal of elementary social studies teaching is to teach students to “do” history.
· During this assignment you will locate primary source material appropriate for an elementary classroom and design a whole class, social studies lesson that promotes “doing” history and higher order thinking.

· Criteria and grading information will be posted on the course website

· Assignments 3:  Reading Quizzes (5 quizzes @ 5 pts each for a total of 25 pts)
· You will be required to complete 5 unannounced, in-class reading quizzes. These quizzes will be given at the beginning of the class period. Tardy students will not be permitted to make-up quizzes. 
· Criteria and grading information will be posted on the course website

· Assignments 4: Notable Trade Book Lesson Plan (25 pts)
· Implementing high-quality children’s literature is an important component of effective elementary social studies teaching. 

· Criteria and grading information will be posted on the course website

· In this assignment, you will select a piece of literature from the National Council for the Social Studies Notable Trade Books list from the last five years and create a whole-class lesson plan for an elementary classroom.

· Assignment 5: Civic Engagement Project (25 pts)
· Citizenship education is a primary component of elementary social studies education. One role of a citizen, is to be knowledgeable of issues in the local community and to understand the different perspectives surrounding the issues. 

· In this assignment you will select a pertinent issue in the local community, either the Auburn-Opelika area or you home area. You will research background on the information on both sides of the issue and interview two individuals supporting different positions on the chosen issue. You will write a narrative paper of 3-4 pages about the issue.
· Criteria and grading information will be posted on the course website

·  Assignment 6:  Teaching Artifact (50 pts)
· Reflective practice is a hallmark of a successful teacher. This includes careful reflection during planning, implementation, after teaching, and analysis of student work.
· During this assignment you will create a teaching artifact based on one of the two required whole-class social studies lessons that you teach. This project will help to prepare you for the Professional Work Sample required during your internship.

· Assignment 7: Professionalism (10 pts)

· Students are expected to complete work in a timely manner and to turn in all required forms and documents promptly. All students are expected to engage fully with the class learning community. Professional demeanor is expected.

· Assignment 8:  Lab Placement (80 pts)
· Lab Criteria - Students will have a placement in the public schools.  The time spent in laboratory experience in the public schools is crucial to the understanding and implementation of methods and approaches discussed in class.  Failure to successfully complete all lab requirements i.e. attendance, punctuality, professionalism, and teaching responsibilities will result in a failure of this course. 

· The following are requirements for the lab experience:

A. Teach a minimum of two whole-class social studies lessons. The lessons should involve the teaching of  social studies knowledge (facts, concepts, generalizations), skills (maps, graphs, charts, data gathering, data interpreting, inquiry, decision making), or values related to the disciplines of geography, history, political science, and economics.

B. Write a complete lesson plan for each of the two lessons you teach in your lab placement.  The lesson plans must be approved by the cooperating teacher.



C.  Develop an assessment for the lessons and use them with the students.



D.  Assist the cooperating teacher in the classroom as directed.



E.  Demonstrate good teaching and professionalism as stated in the
