Course Description:
A beginning golf class designed to promote the game of golf. Instruction includes rules, terms, etiquette, equipment, and basic golf fundamentals. Upon completion, each student should have a basic understanding of the game of golf. 

Videos will be viewed on rules, terms, etiquette and equipment, followed by Q & A sessions. Basic golf fundamentals covered will include short game and full swing. All fundamentals will be presented by AUC professionals and will be conducted on the range and practice greens.

Total

Attendance:  100 points
· Daily materials and experiences in this class are important and if you are not in class you cannot take an active role. Class attendance and participation are paramount to your success as a student.

· Each student is allowed only one (1) unexcused absence. After one unexcused absence, FIFTEEN (15) pts will be subtracted from 100 for each additional unexcused absence.

· Once a student has accrued FIVE (5) UNEXCUSED absences he/she will not be permitted to take the final exam and will receive a grade of FA (as stipulated by the Physical Activity and Wellness Program guidelines). 
· Students who accrue EIGHT (8) TOTAL ABSENCES (excused, unexcused, or a combination of the two) will not be permitted to take the final exam and will receive a grade of FA. If an unusual condition, such as serious illness results in this situation (8 total absences) students are encouraged to consult the AU Bulletin and/or academic advisor to determine if they meet university guidelines to request withdrawal from the course. 
· No excuse will be accepted more than ten (10) calendar days after the absence (inclusive of holidays). 

· Original written excuses (no copies) must be provided to the instructor within the ten (10) day window. If you need the original, the instructor will make a copy after class.

· Attendance will be taken at the end of class. Each student will be responsible for signing the attendance roll provided by the instructor.  If class is split to utilize different areas of the AUC facility, it is the student’s responsibility to find the instructor first (to avoid a tardy), and to sign the attendance sheet before leaving at the end of class.
· A student who is five (5) minutes late will be counted tardy. Three (3) points will be deducted from 100 for each tardy. 

· A student who is twenty (20) minutes late will be counted absent for the day.

· Students with a conflicting class schedule involving a class on campus ending 15 minutes or less before golf class begins may be allowed an additional five (5) minutes at the beginning of class, but must provide a copy of  their class schedules to receive the additional time. Students will be counted tardy until the schedule has been submitted to the instructor. 

Required Paper:  100 points
· A two (2) page paper will be due on your first class after the 2011 Masters Tournament (April 7-10). 

· Additional details will be provided, but the paper will involve observation and analysis of player performance during the tournament.  

Final Exam:  200 points
· Final exam scores will be doubled and will be worth 200 points (or 1/2) of the final grade.

Final Grade Calculation
· 360 points must be accumulated for an “A”.
· 320 points must be accumulated for a “B”.

Attire:
· Tennis shoes or golf shoes must be worn when class is held outside.

· No flip flops or open toes shoes are allowed. First instance – student will not be allowed to participate in class. Second instance – student will be dismissed from class and counted absent.
Statement of Accommodation:
