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Course Description: The focus of this practicum is to increase practice time using the information from CTSE 4070/73. Therefore, they will create a full vocabulary lesson that includes comprehensible input and pushed output tasks. This practicum will give students extra practice and enhance their ability to create effective instruction.
Course Objectives:
Upon completion of this one hour practicum, students will create, present, and evaluate 1-2 lessons videotaped in their own classrooms to demonstrate their knowledge about communicative strategies and their ability to use these strategies to create task-based instruction for active input (listening and reading) and pushed output (speaking and writing) instruction. 
Daily Assignments:  Students will:
1) Attend CTSE 4080/83 as regular students in that class.  (See syllabus for CTSE 40800/83).

2) Videotape a full length vocabulary lesson administered in their own classroom utilizing SLA theory and strategies to create an appropriate lesson for a beginning or intermediate level Spanish/French class.
