Presentation of research project: Introduction/literature background/instrument, methods, data collection, data analysis, results, conclusions, 12 references. Turn in outline and all raw data and analysis, reference list. 30 minutes.

Make an annotated bibliography (APA style) of (20) studies. State the category, the purpose, and BRIEF results. The entire annotation will be about 4-5 sentences.
