This 3-hour course is designed to equip counselors-in-training with sufficient skills and 


knowledge to design effective developmental comprehensive school guidance and 

counseling programs that address the career, personal, and academic needs of students 

in grades k-12.

6. 
Course Requirements:

1. The expectation is held that students will attend all classes and read the book chapters and articles and complete other assignments prior to class. Active participation is essential and will be evaluated in the following way: 
Satisfactory (90-100 pts.) – Proactive/reactive participation: leading, originating, informing, challenging contributions that reflect in-depth study, thought, and analysis of the topic under consideration as well as a demonstrated ability to listen to and build upon the ideas of others. 



Minimally acceptable (80-89 pts.) - Passive participation: present, awake, alert, 


        attentive, but not  actively involved.

Unsatisfactory (0-79 pts.) - Uninvolved: absent, present but not attentive, sleeping, 
       irrelevant  contributions that inhibit or impede the progress of class discussion.
2. All assignments must be completed and submitted individually via Canvas with the exception of one group lesson plan, which will be submitted and presented as a group. Your final comprehensive guidance binder will be submitted as a hard copy as well as in an electronic copy. Missing assignments will not be accepted after due dates and times.

1)      
Classroom Guidance Lessons

Students will develop three classroom guidance lessons, one each for elementary, middle, and secondary students. Each of these lessons must have a different one of the following three domains for their lesson development:  academic, career, and personal/social development.  Two of these lessons will be completed individually and one lesson will be submitted and presented as a group using power point or other similar medium.  In putting together the lessons consideration should be given to developmental appropriateness of students reflected in selected student competencies and implications for a multicultural student population. Students are required to refer to the ASCA National Standards for Students Developmental Crosswalking tool when they formulate student competencies for their schools and lesson plans to develop any chosen competencies.

2)        Comprehensive Developmental Program

Each student will complete and submit the following individual weekly assignments throughout the semester: (1) a philosophical statement including mission statement and objectives, (2) a professional identity statement with roles and responsibilities, (3) a list of community resources, (4) needs assessment/student competencies, (5) program evaluation/school improvement plan, (6) transition program, (7) peer intervention program, & (8) school emergency management plan. 

These assignments will be revised based on instructor feedback and will ultimately be compiled into a program binder organized into four different sections: Foundation, Delivery, Management, and Accountability as outlined by the American School Counseling Association (ASCA).  This binder will be submitted for a grade during the last week of the semester.

Individual Visit to a Guidance Program at Local School


Students are required to visit a local school’s (P-12) guidance program two times and write two reflections highlighting their experiences during the semester.  One of these visits should be to an elementary school (P-5) and the other visit should be to a middle or high school (6-12).

We will be taking class field trips to local schools during the semester in order to visit their counseling departments. Students will be required to write two reflections about their experiences during these visits.
