Course Description:

Provides individual students with experience putting theory in practice in a school setting.  The practicum is designed for students as teachers to implement classroom projects developed in their program related to their chosen area of specialization. It is designed to provide students with an opportunity to plan, implement, reflect, and analyze student learning from a project area of choice that can be used for the Advanced Professional Work Sample (APWS). Projects, including a study of related literature, will assist students in gaining expertise within a selected area of specialization. Flexibility is provided through choice of project that will provide meaningful learning in practice with regard to their current needs and future professional activities. 
If not currently employed as a teacher, students must submit a TIMESHEET (attached) documenting 60 field hours with a cooperating teacher. 
All students will also complete the ADVANCED FIELD DOCUMENTATION FORM
 (attached).

Course Objectives:

The course is designed to provide experience closely relating theory and practice in a school setting, and to provide choice from various and flexible ‘research-based’ projects to afford the student the opportunity to achieve required or desired experience in an area of specialization.


Student Learning Outcomes:

Students will be able to:

A. In consultation with the professor, select one field-based project/study from an area of study related to their areas of specialization.

B. Submit an annotated bibliography of references related to their field project/study.

C. Write a proposal for approval to guide completion of the field project.  The proposal will include a description of the project/study, rationale for it, objectives, activities to be implemented (including resources), and methods of evaluation of student learning.

D. Submit evidence of study/project completion, such as a finished product or paper, and results.

E. Present the study/project and important learning from it to the class. 

6.       Course Content Outline:

The course content is developed based upon the individual student’s approved project/study proposal. 

7.          Assignments/Projects:



Field Based Project/Study Areas of Choice – Any proposed project must have your principal’s or field teacher’s permission in writing on school letterhead submitted to your instructor before implementation. Also, the course instructor must approve all proposed projects before implementation. Modifications may be requested.
Students will conduct a simple action research project on a topic area of interest or specialization in the elementary classroom. Action research is ‘teacher research’ where theory (book and article research) and practice meet for the improvement of specified practice and student learning goals in the teacher’s classroom. Action research follows a four-step process where you: (1) Identify an area of focus, (2) Collect data, (3) Analyze and interpret data, and (4) Develop a future action plan. 
IMPORTANT NOTE:

Action Research as a form of ‘teacher classroom inquiry’ is NOT formal research and cannot be published or presented for public viewing outside of this course without obtaining Auburn University Human Subjects Review Board approval and concurrent school system approvals.
8.          Course Requirements/Evaluation:
A.
Attend a field placement for project planning and implementation for at least 60 hours of classroom time during the semester. Students who are not currently employed as teachers and working in their own classrooms must also submit their completed TIMESHEET FOR FIELD HOURS FORM (attached) with a weekly signature by their cooperating teacher. 
B.
Plan and implement an action research project in the classroom. Implementation and data collection should not exceed four weeks of time. {See CTEE 7516 for project parts and scoring}.

C. 

Complete the ADVANCED FIELD DOCUMENTATION FORM with all proper signatures. All students must also submit their completed ADVANCED FIELD EXPERIENCE 

DOCUMENTATION FORM (attached) with principal’s or cooperating teacher’s signature to their instructor. Forms must also be uploaded to TK-20.
D. 
Evaluation: The professor will determine whether the student has met the above criteria (A-C) and will assign an S (Satisfactory) or U (Unsatisfactory) for the course.  

For a Satisfactory grade for this course the student must have the following completed:
1) Documentation of a minimum of 60 field hours in a classroom with proper signatures (for non-practicing teachers ONLY).
2) Passing scores (70% or better) on each component of the action research project (See CTEE 7516) including the annotated bibliography, proposal, report, and presentation.

3) Proper completion and signatures on the ADVANCED FIELD DOCUMENTATION FORM (for all practicum students). This form must also be uploaded to TK-20.
9.         Class Policy Statements
Attendance/Absences:  Attendance is required to fulfill the minimum required number of days of the practicum in the school. Students are responsible for any content covered or work to be completed in the event of an absence from course (online) or field meetings. Failure to submit work on scheduled due dates without prior agreed upon arrangement or excused absence will result in point loss for each day late up to three days. Work that is more than three days late without prior agreed upon arrangement or excused absence will not receive credit in the practicum. Students whose work falls below the 70% required on each project part to pass this course by mid-term will be asked to withdraw from the course.

Excused Absences: Students are granted excused absences from class for the following reasons: illness of the student or serious illness of a member of the student’s immediate family, the death of a member of the student’s immediate family, trips for student organizations sponsored by an academic unit, trips for university classes, trips for participation in intercollegiate athletic events, subpoena for a court appearance, and religious holidays. Students who wish to have an excused absence from class for any other reason must contact the instructor in advance of the absence to request permission. The instructor will weigh the merits of the request and render a decision. When feasible, the student must notify the instructor prior to the occurrence of any excused absences, but in no case shall such notification occur more than one week after the absence. Appropriate documentation for all excused absences is required. All practicum hours must be met regardless of the nature of the absence in order to get credit for this practicum course.


Unannounced quizzes:  There will be no unannounced quizzes.

Make-Up Policy: Arrangement to make up a missed major examination (e.g., hour exams, mid-term exams) due to properly authorized excused absences must be initiated by the student within one week of the end of the period of the excused absences(s). Except in unusual circumstances, such as the continued absence of the student or the advent of university holidays, a make-up exam will take place within two weeks of the date that the student initiates arrangements for it. Except in extraordinary circumstance, no make-up exams will be arranged during the last three days before the final exam period begins.
