5. Demonstrate knowledge of strategies for picking up spares.

6. Demonstrate knowledge of the language and terminology of bowling

Once we start scoring you will bowl two games per class session. You are responsible for submitting scores each class session.

We will have 4 students assigned per lane.

Be sure to wear or bring a pair of socks. Socks cost $ 3.00 at the bowling center.

5.
Auburn Lanes is a non-smoking facility. Please do not use any tobacco products or alcohol during class.


6.
All students must sign the “Hold Harmless” policy statement.

7.
Return shoes to the counter attendant and balls to the rack.  Failure to do this will result in 

 points being deducted from your grade, per occurrence.
Please do not bring any food or drink from the outside into the bowling center

8.
Please do not have any food or drinks on the scoring table or at the lane side seat

9.
You must turn off all cell phones during class – NO TALKING OR TEXTING ON PHONE
Attendance:
 This is a lab class therefore attendance is required.  Two (2) unexcused absences may be made-up. Any unexcused absence after “1” will result in 25 points being deducted from your final grade per missed class. You must turn in written proof of excused absences by the next class period, or they will not be taken as valid.  If you have 5 or more unexcused absences, you will receive an “FA” grade.


If you miss 8 or more classes, excused or unexcused, you will receive an “FA” grade


We will give you 10 (TEN) min after class start before you are marked tardy.  3 (THREE) tardy will equal 1 (ONE) unexcused absence.

Class Attendance

Unresolved problems may be referred to the Office of the Provost and Vice President for Academic Affairs, 208 Samford Hall.

10.1. Effective Fall 2001, registered students who do not attend the first class period (lecture, lab, studio, or other class format) may be dropped from the class. To avoid being dropped, students must provide the department with a valid University approved excuse documenting the reason for the absence. If possible, the student should notify the department prior to the first class period.

10.2. Students are expected to attend all their scheduled University classes. College work proceeds at such a pace that regular class attendance is necessary to receive proper instruction. Specific policies regarding class attendance are the prerogative of individual faculty; policies regarding the effect of absences on the determination of grades should be stated in writing at the beginning of the course.

10.3. The student shall be expected to carry out all assigned work and to take examinations at the class period designated by the instructor. Failure to carry out these assignments or to take examinations at the designated times may result in an appropriate reduction of grade, except as provided in paragraph 4.
Physical Activity and Wellness Program (PAWP) Attendance Policy

The material and experiences in this class are important and if you are not in class, you cannot take an active role as a student. Class attendance and appropriate participation is paramount to your success as a student. At the discretion of the instructor, students arriving tardy to class will lose 1% of their final grade per offense. Unexcused absences cannot be made up and will result in up to 3% deduction from the student’s final grade per absence. Once a student has accrued five (5) unexcused absences he/she will not be permitted to take the final examination and will receive a grade of FA (as stipulated by the Physical Activity and Wellness Program guidelines). Moreover, students who accrue eight (8) absences, (excused, unexcused or a combination of the two types) will not be permitted to take the final examination and will receive a grade of FA. If an unusual condition such as a serious illness results in this situation (8 total absences) students are encouraged to consult the AU Bulletin and/or an academic advisor in their college to determine if they meet university guidelines for requesting withdrawal from the course. 

Excused absences will be treated as follows:

a. Students must provide the instructor with a valid excuse upon returning to class (refer to Auburn University’s policy concerning class attendance and excused/unexcused absences): and

b. Make-up work developed and assigned at the discretion of the instructor must be completed within a week of the student returning to class. 

If the student fails to follow these instructions the excused absence in question will be calculated as an unexcused absence. There are times when unforeseen circumstances will not allow you to attend class. Exceptions to this policy due to extreme circumstances are only permitted with the professor’s timely knowledge and approval. Arrangements to make up missed assignments and examinations due to properly authorized excused absences shall be initiated by the student within a week of the excused absence as mandated by Auburn University. Again, the format of any make-up work/assignments will be at the instructor’s discretion. Finally, the instructor will address all issues concerning absences at his/her discretion. Students are encouraged to refer to Auburn University’s policies concerning attendance, absences, academic honesty, and make-up work as found in the Auburn Bulletin.
