Goals of the Course:

CTSE 7530 examines historical and current theories of social studies curriculum and best approaches for preparing competent citizens to preserve a participatory, pluralistic democracy.

1. Assess the mission of social studies and the teaching of history.

2. Examine current research about knowledge and learning and relate findings to social studies teaching practices.

3. Examine proposals for reform on social studies curriculum design and instructional practices in light of research on knowledge and learning.

4. Examine current research on higher-order thought, historical thinking and student engagement and relate findings to social studies teaching practices.

5. Examine various theories of curriculum and assess their potential for promoting student engagement and thoughtfulness in the social studies.

6. Design engaging, thoughtful social studies curriculum materials and activities to prepare students for transformative citizenship in a participatory, pluralistic democracy.
