7.  COURSE REQUIREMENTS/EVALUATION:  Students are required to: a) successfully complete all required projects and give to the instructor no later than the date designated for each project, b) take and pass all required exams, c) attend class and participate in class discussions and activities, and d) read assigned materials prior to attending classes.
TESTS (45 points x 2 tests = 80 points): Demonstrate competency on two (2) tests covering lecture, class activities, and information from the required texts.
FUNCTIONAL BEHAVIORAL ASSESSMENT PROJECT (70 points)
Independently, students will complete a functional behavioral assessment for a child/student with a problem behavior. Each draft must be completed for the final assignment to be graded. The functional behavioral assessment will be completed and submitted via Canvas. It will include the following:
1.  A written operational definition of the target behavior that is observable and measureable

2.  A written summary of an interview with a person familiar with the student that includes the environmental conditions and events surrounding the behavior – BAPS-I, FAI or other pre-approved interview and the supporting documentation of the interview
3.  A written summary of the results of a behavior rating scale – FAST, QABF, or other pre-approved assessment, the scores presented in a table, and the supporting documentation of the complete behavior scale
4.  A written summary of the results of an anecdotal report that includes at least 2 occurrences of the behavior and the supporting documentation of the original anecdotal report
5.  A written summary of the results of a scatterplot/Interval recording procedure (IRP) data for at least 5 days with supporting documentation
6.  A written summary of the results of direct observation and data collection on the target behavior over at least 3 days with supporting documentation
7.  A written summary of the results of a continuous A-B-C Descriptive data sheet for at least 10 occurrences of the behavior and supporting documentation
8.  A written summary of conditional probability calculations based on the A-B-C data

9.  A written and graphed summary of the results of a functional analysis consisting of 3 different conditions to confirm the hypothesis of the function of the behavior. Use the template provided on Canvas to display the functional analysis results in a graph
10.  At least two paragraphs summarizing the hypothesis of the function of the behavior based on the information gathered above. The summary specifically describes patterns of environmental conditions and the results of the functional analysis.

CLASS POLICIES:

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend class and participate in class discussions and activities.  
Assignments: All written assignments are expected to conform to the current style manual of the American Psychological Association (APA). This includes the use of person-first language (i.e. “child with a disability” rather than “disabled child”). Written assignments are expected to be typewritten, grammatically accurate, and free of spelling and typographical errors. Assignments are to be of a quality that would be expected of a professional. 

All assignments must be turned in through Canvas the day each are due within the first 10 minutes of the regularly scheduled class time. Assignments must be turned in by the student completing the assignment.  No late assignments will be accepted unless the instructor has received prior notice of absence (via phone, email, etc…) that can be verified as a university approved excuse. When prior notice is provided and the student has a university approved excuse, he or she will have one week from the time he or she returns to class to turn in the assignment.

NOTE: Any assignments completed and/or submitted that do not comply with the above requirements will be returned and will not be accepted for credit.
