COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Advanced understanding of a family and child centered practices which include the development, implementation, and evaluation of appropriate routine based and curriculum activities for children with mild learning/behavior disabilities and their families in grades B-5. Content also includes extensive exploration of various curricular and development theories, transition, assistive technology, assessment, and program planning.   

5. Student Learning Outcomes: After appropriate learning activities, the student will:

Child Focused Intervention (DEC)

1. Demonstrate the ability to design environments which promote children's safety, active engagement, learning, participation, and membership;
2. Knowledge of the kinds and nature of exceptionalities and special needs of children from birth through age eight. 
3. Knowledge of procedures for adapting strategies and resources to the needs of children with disabilities from birth through age eight.
4. Knowledge of curriculum for research-based intervention across exceptionalities in areas including cognition, language development, motor development, adaptive, and social development.

5. Demonstrate the ability to facilitate family members in the decision making process;

6. Demonstrate the ability to cross professional boundaries;

7. Demonstrate the ability to focus intervention on function, not services;

8. Demonstrate the ability to apply primary discipline to the early intervention process;

9. Demonstrate the ability to perform professional roles of service coordinator, team consultant, or direct service provider;

10. Demonstrate the ability to provide services both directly and by consultant/coach model;

11. Demonstrate the ability to provide service in partnership with family members and other team members;

12. Demonstrate the ability to use assistive and instructional technology in intervention programs for children;

13. Demonstrate the ability to collaborate with families and other professionals in planning and implementing the use of assistive technology;

14. Demonstrate the ability to work with families and professionals to use technology to access information and support;

15. Demonstrate the ability to access and/or design, implement, and evaluate training and technical support programs relating to technology applications;

Individualized Educational Plans 

16. Demonstrate the ability to assist families in the development of their initial IFSP in accordance with federal and state regulations;

CLASS POLICY:

Extra Credit: No extra credit opportunities will be provided. Final grades will be comprised of points earned on the activities, tests, and projects described in the syllabus. 

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend class and participate in class discussions and activities. At the discretion of individual instructors, verified absences may be excused under unusual circumstances. In order for the absence to be considered excusable, however, the instructor must be in receipt of the documentation within seven days from the class in which the absence occurred.

Assignments: All written assignments are expected to conform to the current style manual of the American Psychological Association (APA). This includes the use of person-first language (i.e. “child with a disability” rather than “disabled child”). Written assignments are expected to be typewritten, grammatically accurate, and free of spelling and typographical errors. Assignments are to be of a quality that would be expected of a professional. Please do not email me assignments, they will not be graded.
All assignments must be turned in the day each are due within the first 10 minutes of the regularly scheduled class time. Assignments must be turned in by the student completing the assignment.  No late assignments will be accepted unless the instructor has received prior notice of absence (via phone, email, etc…) that can be verified as a university approved excuse. When prior notice is provided and the student has a university approved excuse, he or she will have one week from the time he or she returns to class to turn in the assignment.

NOTE: Any assignments completed and/or submitted that do not comply with the above requirements will be returned and will not be accepted for credit.

Quizzes: There will be a total of 3 quizzes that will total worth 20 points. Quizzes will be in Canvas and based on readings, lectures, and notes. There will be no make-up opportunities. 
Comprehensive Test: Demonstrate competency on a test covering lecture, PowerPoints, and information from the required texts.
Discussions: Discussions that are summaries and reflections of weekly content and research articles  will be completed based on lecture and content. 
Outcome Assignment: Using a routine based assessment you will develop outcomes for an IFSP for a family and child with a disability. 
Milestone Chart with Standards: A chart that crosswalks developmental standards for school based services and developmental milestones will be created. 

iPiECS Overview: An overview of the communication and literacy strategies and how teachers could implement the same prompts and strategies will be completed based on lecture, video modules, and content. 

Social Story or Comic Strip Conversation: A social story or comic strip conversation will be created to teach a social skill for a young child. The social story or comic strip will include descriptive and directive information and follow the guidelines set by Dr. Carol Gray. 
Accommodations: Students who need special accommodations in class, as provided for by the American Disabilities Act, should arrange a confidential meeting with the instructor during office hours the first week of classes - or as soon as possible if accommodations are needed immediately. You must bring a copy of your Accommodation Memo and an Instructor Verification Form to the meeting.
