Content also includes extensive exploration of various curricular and development theories, transition, assistive technology, assessment, and program planning.

CLASS POLICY:

Extra Credit: No extra credit opportunities will be provided. Final grades will be comprised of points earned on the activities, tests, and projects described in the syllabus. 

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend class and participate in class discussions and activities. At the discretion of individual instructors, verified absences may be excused under unusual circumstances (see Tiger Cub). In order for the absence to be considered excusable, however, the instructor must be in receipt of the documentation within seven days from the class in which the absence occurred.

Assignments: All written assignments are expected to conform to the current style manual of the American Psychological Association (APA). This includes the use of person-first language (i.e. “child with a disability” rather than “disabled child”). Written assignments are expected to be typewritten, grammatically accurate, and free of spelling and typographical errors. Assignments are to be of a quality that would be expected of a professional. Please do not email me assignments, they will not be graded.
All assignments must be turned in the day each are due within the first 10 minutes of the regularly scheduled class time. Assignments must be turned in by the student completing the assignment.  No late assignments will be accepted unless the instructor has received prior notice of absence (via phone, email, etc…) that can be verified as a university approved excuse. When prior notice is provided and the student has a university approved excuse, he or she will have one week from the time he or she returns to class to turn in the assignment.

NOTE: Any assignments completed and/or submitted that do not comply with the above requirements will be returned and will not be accepted for credit.

In Class Learning Activities: Throughout the semester there will be learning activities. These activities may include small group and independent assignments (e.g., group projects, quizzes, reflections, and summary papers) and may or may not be announced ahead of time. The learning activities may begin in class and have follow-up assignments to be completed outside of class time.  In case of an absence, a University approved excuse must be presented to make up any learning activities (see Attendance Policy and Student Policy eHandbook). The purpose of the activities is to help develop a better understanding of  real world application of the material. The professor reserves the right to count in class practice activities (no more than 1 point per activity) as bonus points that can be applied to the final grade.

Comprehension Strategy Application Video: Teacher candidates will record themselves implementing a comprehension strategy lesson during class. Teacher candidates in distance education can record themselves asynchronously after watching the content recording. Videos will be uploaded in Box. A fidelity check will be provided as a guide. The videos will be displayed in class for reflection and discussion. Teacher candidates in distance education will watch one another’s video implementation asynchronously and use online discussion to provide reflection.
Flexible Counting Application Video: Teacher candidates will record themselves implementing a flexible counting lesson during class. Teacher candidates in distance education can record themselves asynchronously after watching the content recording. Videos will be uploaded in Box. A fidelity check will be provided as a guide. The videos will be displayed in class for reflection and discussion. Teacher candidates in distance education will watch one another’s video implementation asynchronously and use online discussion to provide reflection.
CRA Instruction Addition/Subtraction Video: Teacher candidates will record themselves implementing a CRA addition/subtraction lesson during class. Teacher candidates in distance education can record themselves asynchronously after watching the content recording. Videos will be uploaded in Box. A fidelity check will be provided as a guide. The videos will be displayed in class for reflection and discussion. Teacher candidates in distance education will watch one another’s video implementation asynchronously and use online discussion to provide reflection.
CRA Instruction Regrouping Video: Teacher candidates will record themselves implementing a CRA regrouping lesson during class. Teacher candidates in distance education can record themselves asynchronously after watching the content recording. Videos will be uploaded in Box. A fidelity check will be provided as a guide. The videos will be displayed in class for reflection and discussion. Teacher candidates in distance education will watch one another’s video implementation asynchronously and use online discussion to provide reflection.
In class participation (undergraduate teacher candidates only)- in class participation includes actively engaging in practice of instruction, reflection, and discussion. 

Online discussion that ties to research (graduate candidates only)- discussions for each video will be made available. Teacher candidates will write reflections that provides feedback and thought; and ties the instruction method to research. 
Attendance:  Students are expected to attend class and participate in class discussions and activities. Attendance for RSED 5110 is defined as presence in the classroom.
