Course Description:  The Internship provides a capstone experience for Health Promotion majors following the completion of the academic coursework.  

Internships are individualized to meet the specific needs and goals of each student

and to maximize their learning experience in a hospital, clinical, corporate, rehabilitation or commercial facility. 

Supervisor:  Each student intern will be assigned a university and site supervisor to oversee their work.  Weekly reports will be submitted electronically to each university supervisor during the 15 week internship period.  Site supervisors guide each student intern through a series of learning experiences during the course of the internship.  Each 

supervisor will also complete Evaluation Form at the conclusion of the internship period. 
indicating if the student has satisfactorily completed the required work. 

Credit:  Each student receives 12 hours of university credit ( S or U ) for completing the 

internship. Fall and Spring Semester interns must complete 35 hours/week while Summer 

Interns must accumulate 40 hours/week.  

Internship Sites:  A list of approved internship sites are available upon request from the 

Internship Coordinators office.  These include hospitals, clinics, rehabilitation, corporate and fitness facilities in the southeast.  Internship options in other states are also available.  All internships must be approved by the Internship Coordinator.  
Applications:  All potential Health Promotion interns must schedule an appointment with their academic advisor to determine the semester in which they will intern.    Applications ( located on the departmental web site ) are to be completed and submitted to the coordinator one semester prior to initiating the internship.  Registration for 

HLHP 4920 Internship is permitted only after the application and internship has been 

approved.     .
