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Apply various strategies and methodologies for lesson plan development.
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Explain the role of curriculum development as part of teaching practice.
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Describe and demonstrate classroom management and organizational strategies for maintaining productive learning communities.
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Demonstrate comprehension and application of the Alabama State Curriculum Standards in planning and instruction.
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Will demonstrate critical thinking skills through a variety of assignments involving reading, writing, and speaking.

Assignments

**Weekly activities/assignments (100 points):  Full class participation, including successfully completing homework assignments, is critical to your success in meeting the objectives of this course. Reading and written assignments will be given as homework and in-class activities.  Homework assignments will be announced in class and sometimes may be posted on Blackboard.  In-class activities will be related to assigned homework readings, so it is important to thoughtfully complete each week’s reading assignment.

**Literacy Journal (50 points): Journal writing is a personal record of occurrences, experiences, and reflections kept on a regular basis. You will be given a topic to write on each class period. Your writing time will be anywhere from 5-8 minutes during this time. This practice will help you develop a feel for writing and this modeling will help you to help and encourage your students to write. Through this assignment you will demonstrate a knowledge of and sensitivity to fact that human behavior is language based.

**Portrait of Self (30 points): This assignment asks you to think deeply about powerful Language Arts teaching and then to consider how you will implement language arts concepts in your own classroom. Portrait of self is an integrated paper that focus on you as a reader, writer, listener, viewer, and speaker. This paper will be 3-4 pages typed with a minimum of 3 references. You are encouraged to ask yourself the following questions in order to prepare to write this paper:

· Who am I as a reader, writer, listener, speaker and viewer?

· What does it mean to integrate the language arts?

· What are the fundamental assumptions about language development and usage?


**Photo Essay (75 points): Photo essays are a group of photographs usually with supplementary text, 
that conveys a unified story. This combination of writing with photographs  makes for a powerful 
teaching tool. Specific criteria for this assignment will be provided in class and posted on 
Blackboard.

**Teaching Language Arts Project (225 points), (Field Experience): Students will have a placement 
in the public schools. The time spent in  field experience in the public schools is crucial to the 
understanding and implementation of methods and approaches discussed in class.  Failure to 
successfully complete all lab requirements i.e. 
attendance, punctuality, professionalism, and 
teaching responsibilities will result in points deduction or possibly failure of this course.


Your language arts project will consist of the following:

· Video Teaching Episode (PWS) – 50 Points

· Bulletin Board – 30 points

· Learning Center – 25 points

· Storytelling session (recorded) – 70 points

· Integrated Language Arts Unit (8-10 lessons) – 50 points
· The following are also required for the field experience:

a. Teach a minimum of two Language Arts lessons. The lessons should include the four strands of Language Arts (reading, speaking, listening and writing) and should be integrated into a content area within the theme of summer school.

b. Teach 2 language arts lessons. Of the two lessons taught one must be videotaped with a PWS. The lesson plans should be approved by the cooperating teacher.

c. Develop and implement an assessment for each lesson.

d. Assist the cooperating teacher in the classroom as directed.

e. Demonstrate good teaching and professionalism 


**Professionalism (10 points):  Students are expected to complete work in a timely manner and to turn in all required forms and documents promptly. All students are expected to be active participants and contributors to the class learning community. Professional demeanor is expected.

Course Policy Statements:

Participation: Students are expected to participate in all class discussions and exercises. It is the student’s responsibility to contact the instructor if assignment deadlines are not met. Students are responsible for initiating arrangements for missed work.

Cell Phones/Electronic Devices: Students are expected to keep all cell phones off or on silent ring during class time. No use of electronic devices or text messaging will be permitted in class or lab. Violations of these policies will negatively influence the professionalism grade.

Attendance/Absences Policy: Attendance is required at each class meeting and scheduled labs. Each unexcused absence may result in the lowering of the final course grade by one letter grade. An excessive number of absences, whether excused or unexcused, will require a conference with the instructor. 

Unannounced quizzes: There will be no unannounced quizzes.  However, students will have an opportunity to earn points toward their final grade during in-class exercises relevant to assigned homework readings and activities, so it is crucial for students to promptly complete all homework.
