COURSE DESCRIPTION: understanding of a functional/developmental approach to the selection, development, implementation, and evaluation of appropriate curriculum activities for the instruction of students with mild learning/behavior disabilities in grades N-6. Content includes extensive exploration of various curricular theories focusing on individual and group approaches.

2) Demonstrate knowledge of the developmental stages of writing and spelling, including the stages of pre-writing, drafting, revising, editing, and publishing; the importance of the writing process in the teaching of reading and the role of writing across the curriculum. [290-3-3-.35(1)(a)10]

3) Demonstrate knowledge of normal growth and development and learning of elementary students.

4) Knowledge of handicapping conditions, medical and environmental factors that can impact on child development and learning.

5) Demonstrate the process of selection of appropriate materials.

7) Discriminate between applications of various curriculum theories in elementary education 

8) Identify appropriate curriculum content and focus based on assessment in the language emotional/social, self-help, and physical development of elementary school children.
9) Demonstrate knowledge in the selection of primary reading skills, handwriting skills, and arithmetic skills for elementary school children.

10) Demonstrate the relationship between learning styles and teaching styles and the need to   modify teaching techniques to accommodate individual learners.

11) Identify the full continuum of least restrictive environments.

12) Identify resource agencies that provide personnel and services for improving and strengthening educational programs for children with exceptionalities.

13) Identify cultural and socioeconomic factors and their impact on programming.

14) Identify computer software and appropriate application in the educational process.


15) Discuss current issues and trends in the field and in related disciplines, including other fields such as medicine, regular education, and counseling, etc.

16) Demonstrate knowledge of various instructional strategies including cooperative learning and team teaching.
17) Demonstrate knowledge of adaptive physical education needs and procedures.

7.  COURSE REQUIREMENTS/EVALUATION:  Students are required to: a) successfully complete all required projects and give to the instructor no later than the date designated for each project, b) take and pass all required exams, c) attend class and participate in class discussions and activities, and d) read assigned materials prior to attending classes.

1. LEARNING ACTIVITIES: Instructor will assign/provide/learning experiences 
2. RESOURCE “TOOLKIT”.  Time will be devoted to instructional techniques and interventions. Students will be responsible for compiling an electronic file that includes an entry for each technique/intervention.  Each entry will include: (a) definition, (b) description of the intervention technique that includes detailed step-by-step instructions, and (c) description of classroom implementation including applicable state standards.   In each of the 6 content areas (Reading, Social Studies, Science, Math, Positive Behavior Support, and Functional Skills) there must be 5 techniques, interventions, strategies for EACH area for a total of 30 items in your “Electronic Toolkit”. 
3. ACADEMIC CONTENT LESSON PLANS: Using the Alabama Course of Study, each small group will develop a lesson plan written in explicit instruction format in each of the content areas listed  

a. Reading; b. Social Studies, c. Science, d. Math

4. LESSON SERIES.  Using the Alabama Course of Study, each student will develop a series of 4 lesson plans written in explicit instruction format presented in class each small group will be assign a content area. The purpose of these lessons is to assess ones’ ability to apply research-validated methods and strategies learned within the course to instructional practice. Lessons that do not follow practices from the textbook, notes, and lectures will not receive credit. 
These lessons must reflect 4 lessons in which children’s understanding of a particular concept will be developed. Each of the 4 lessons must differ in level or complexity of the concept. One lesson cannot be repeated 4 times; it is assumed that appropriate practice opportunities and repetition will be provided (i.e. a lesson on addition using manipulatives may not be repeated 3 times; such a lesson should be followed by instruction that develops more complex understanding). An objective from each of the four academic areas (Math, Reading, Science, Social Studies) of the Alabama Course of study must be included for the lessons and each individual lesson should reflect a task or skill required to meet that objective. 

5.   Curriculum Topic included in Lesson Plans: In addition to the lesson series, students will be assigned a group of curriculum topics. The student will include a detailed description of how these topics would be integrated into the lesson series. This description will include a definition of each topic and specific activities that would be implemented in order to development specific skills within the curriculum group. 
Curriculum topic groups are as follows:

1.   Incorporate in Academic Content Area “functional academic and skills”.
2.    Emotional and social development including the development of self concept, self determination, and self-esteem.

3.   Self help and daily living skills, social skills development such as making friends
4.   Development of coping behaviors, self management, positive behavioral support 

5.   Leisure time activities, social skills needed for participation in recreational activities

6.   Pre-vocational work skills, economic activities (money, shopping, finance)

7.   Development of perceptual motor skills and sensory integration 

INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PROGRAM PLANS
Using Mastering the Maze, students will develop an IEP for an elementary age child with a disability. IEP paperwork will begin with the student profile and conclude with the last page of the completed IEP.  The Mastering the Maze will assist you in the necessary paperwork for this project.  The IEP components will be completed and submitted separately. However, the entire IEP will be submitted with necessary corrections based on feedback received on previous sections. A checklist is included in this syllabus. 
GRADUATE STUDENT PROJECT: ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY

Math, Reading, Science, and Social Studies:

For example: Concrete-Representational-Abstract (CRA) is an intervention for mathematics instruction that research suggests can enhance the mathematics performance of students with learning disabilities. It is a three-part instructional strategy, with each part building on the previous instruction to promote student learning and retention and to address conceptual knowledge. The instructional sequence consists of three stages: concrete, representation, and abstract. The teacher models and guides the students through the stages beginning with the concrete stage and progressing toward the abstract stage.
Write a paper with 4 entries of current CRA research-validated interventions for students in grades K-6 with disabilities in mathematics.  The purpose of these assignments is to familiarize you with current research with regard to interventions for students with disabilities. The articles chosen for this assignment should be published within the last 10 years. The only journals that may be used for this assignment are as follows:

CLASS POLICY:
Extra Credit: There is an RSED 5120/6120/6126  policy that no extra credit opportunities will be provided. Final grades will be comprised of points earned on the activities, tests, and projects described in the syllabus. 

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend class and participate in class discussions and activities. According to the Auburn University Bulletin, “Specific policies regarding class attendance are the prerogative of individual faculty members.  Faculty shall inform each class in writing at the beginning of the course regarding the effect of absences on the determination of grades.”

The Special Education attendance policy is that (a) only one (1) absence is permitted for a semester course that meets once a week, and (b) only two (2) absences are permitted for a semester course that meets two or more times a week. Failure to meet this standard will result in a grade of “FA” (failure for excessive absences) unless the student withdraws from the class prior to the withdrawal date (see university semester calendar).  At the discretion of individual instructors, verified absences may be excused under unusual circumstances (see Tiger Cub). In order for the absence to be considered excusable, however, the instructor must be in receipt of the documentation within seven days from the class in which the absence occurred.

Assignments: All written assignments are expected to conform to the current style manual of the American Psychological Association (APA). This includes the use of person-first language (i.e. “child with a disability” rather than “disabled child”). Written assignments are expected to be typewritten, grammatically accurate, and free of spelling and typographical errors. Assignments are to be of a quality that would be expected of a professional. 

All assignments must be turned in the day each are due within the first 10 minutes of the regularly scheduled class time. Assignments must be turned in by the student completing the assignment.  No late assignments will be accepted unless the instructor has received prior notice of absence (via phone, email, etc…) that can be verified as a university approved excuse. When prior notice is provided and the student has a university approved excuse, he or she will have one week from the time he or she returns to class to turn in the assignment.

NOTE: Any assignments completed and/or submitted that do not comply with the above requirements will be returned and will not be accepted for credit.

Exams: Arrangements to make up missed major examinations (e.g. hour exams, mid-term exams) due to properly authorized excused absences shall be initiated by the student within one week from the end of the period of the excused absence. Normally, a make up exam shall occur within one week from the time the student initiates arrangements for it.

Accommodations: Students who need special accommodations in class, as provided for by the American Disabilities Act, should arrange a confidential meeting with the instructor during office hours the first week of classes - or as soon as possible if accommodations are needed immediately. You must bring a copy of your Accommodation Memo and an Instructor Verification Form to the meeting.
