7.  COURSE REQUIREMENTS/EVALUATION:  Students are required to: a) successfully complete all required projects and give to the instructor no later than the date designated for each project, b) take and pass all required exams, c) attend class and participate in class discussions and activities, and d) read assigned materials prior to attending classes. Distance learning students will have access to libraries, learning centers, and/or laboratories in a manner that facilitates successful completion of the course. 
Quizzes (5-10 points each, 40 points total)

There will be six online quizzes associated with readings and class activities. The first quiz will pertain to the syllabus content. The remaining quizzes will pertain to teaching methods associated with Content Enhancement and the Strategic Instruction Model (SIM), and specific procedures associated with SIM programs included in the course. The quizzes will be taken using Canvas and consist of objective and short essay questions. 
Strategy Notebooks (10 points)

Each student will prepare teaching notebooks that would be used to teach two strategies learned in the course. Each notebook will contain a section for each lesson and include the materials needed to teach the lesson. A grading rubric is attached to this syllabus.

· Students will show their notebooks to the instructor through a face to face conference (an option for on campus students) or through an online conference using either Skype or FaceTime applications. Conferences for notebooks are scheduled for July 21 and specific times will be arranged for each student.  

Content Enhancement Lesson Routine (50 points)
Each student will choose one of the following: Concept Comparison, Concept Anchoring, or Question Exploration Routine and develop a lesson that includes a completed graphic organizer and an explicitly written lesson according to the model lessons within the guide. The written lesson must be written so that all components of the grading rubric are included, explicitly stated or described. Grading rubrics for each of the routines are included in this syllabus.

8. CLASS POLICIES:
