COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Digital Citizenship as it relates to educational settings.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:

1. Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:
· Describe safe, responsible, legal and ethical uses of technologies including fair-use and copyright guidelines and Internet-user protection policies.
· Identify issues with current generation, including: Cyberbullying, sexting, etc.

· Develop a Digital Citizen action plan for your school and/or classroom

· Analyze readings related to digital citizenship and write an in depth analysis/reflection
· Create lesson plans and devise lesson outlines pertaining to digital citizienship

· Create a mock bulletin board relating to digital citizenship in the classroom

· Interview current teachers investigating current practices/thoughts/ideas in relation to digital citizenship

Course Content:

· Weekly assignments will include a reading/readings relating to digital citizenship
· Interview 2 current teachers regarding digital citizenship in the classroom

· Develop lesson plans and/or lesson outlines for each of the nine elements of digital citizenship

· Create a mock bulletin board for your classroom

· Final Assignment – digital citizenship action plan 
Course Requirements:
1. Assignment – Each week you will have a reading/readings relating to digital citizenship. Please provide an in-depth analysis with not only an overview, but also your thoughts/ideas/etc. All papers are expected to be double space, times new roman, 12pt font. Please submit to Canvas by the correct due date – All assignments will be due on Sunday by 11:59 pm unless otherwise noted.
2. You will need to devise a minimum of 15 questions relating to digital citizenship that will be used to interview 2 current teachers (a business/marketing teacher is preferred, but a secondary teacher will be sufficient if you cannot find a b/m teacher). 

3. Lesson plans should be developed to cover one of the nine elements of digital citizenship. You should include all links, files, assignments, assessments, presentations, etc. that you plan to utilize within the lesson. For example, if you plan to go over a PowerPoint describing netiquette, then you will need to create that PPT and upload with your lesson plan. If you have them complete a word search, you will need to create that word search. 

4. Create a mock bulletin board that you would have in your classroom relating to digital citizens. You may use a software program (upload as a file) or you may use poster board (upload a picture). When uploading please describe your bulletin board as it would be in your classroom. Explain why you chose the topic for your bulletin board. 

5. For your final, you will complete a digital citizenship action plan. The directions are uploaded to the files section of Canvas.
