Justification for Graduate Credit:
CTES 7420 is a comprehensive study of theories of second language acquisition. The course covers SLA from three perspectives: psycholinguistics, sociolinguistics and neurolinguistics. The course requires students not only to interpret and analyze theoretical models of SLA, it requires students to make clear the connections between research and effective practice in SLA programs. Crucial to the success of second language teaching and learning is educators’ in-depth understanding of how processes of second language acquisition are theorized and researched. The rigorous examination of SLA and its implications for teaching and learning English as a second language justify the placement of this course at the graduate level.
