Course Description:  

CTMU 7970/76:  Scholarly Inquiry in Music Education prepares the student to conduct bibliographic research in music education.  Topics include selecting and narrowing your research topic, working with electronic data bases, selecting and analyzing research literature, stating your research problem and need for your study, writing literature reviews, and developing formal research proposals.

Course Objectives:
The student will be able to:
1. Develop an appropriate topic for research in music education 
2. Develop research questions for your topic

3. Demonstrate effective use of Boolean operators to define searches

4. Use electronic databases effectively
5. Identify appropriate scholarly literature for review
6. Analyze/critique related research and practitioner literature
7. Prepare an annotated bibliography of appropriate references for your selected research topic
8. Synthesize literature prior to writing a formal Literature Review

9. Write a formal Review of Related Literature in APA style

10. Develop a logical argument supporting the need for your study

11. Develop appropriate Purpose statement and research questions for your study
12. Develop a formal research Proposal for your study
