3.COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is designed to provide students with the understanding of language development and theoretical basis and the practical application of classroom organization and instructional design for students developing literacy. The focus of this class will be to discuss proactive approaches to supporting students’ literacy development. Students will be introduced to applied and research readings related to instructional management. These research findings will be integrated into discussions on the practical aspects of developing effective programs. After completing this class, students will be able to design and implement effective literacy and instructional strategies.

4.  COURSE OBJECTIVES: Upon completion of this course, students will demonstrate the following  
a) Explain the science of reading (four-part processor, simple view of reading, Reading Rope Model, relationship between written and spoken language).

b) identify language systems and stages of language and literacy development  
c) complete instructional classroom assessment 

d) implement approaches to language and literacy instruction 

e) implement approaches literacy supports in the classroom 
f) respond to persistent literacy learning problems 
g) integrate research in literacy instruction with instructional management 

teach foundational reading skills based on the science of learning to read, to include oral language development, phonological awareness, phonics instruction

6. COURSE REQUIREMENTS:
Examinations  - 50 points each, 100 points total 
There will be two examinations during the semester. Examinations will be completed on the date assigned and due before 11:59 pm central time. Examinations will be on Canvas and include objective items (multiple choice, matching, true/false) (50 points; 100 points total).
Reading Quizzes - 7 quizzes, 50 points total  
There will be a quiz associated with each of the readings assigned to the data of the quiz (e.g., the quiz on May 24 will be on phonological awareness)
Attendance  - 50 points total 

 Students will receive points for the percentage of classes attended. For on-campus students, attendance is defined as being physically present for a class meeting (if remote because of illness or contact with COVID-19, present at via Zoom). In the classroom, students are expected to wear a mask, remain six feet apart, and participate in class discussions and activities. If, in the case of a verified red health check screen, attendance is defined as presence on Zoom with video on. Students who use Zoom should expect to answer questions and respond to chat feature. For 6180 students, attendance is a record that the class has been watched prior to the next class meeting (This information is available to the instructor through Canvas). The points for attendance will be calculated by multiplying the percentage of classes attended by 50 (e.g., 8 out of 10 or 80% attendance = 40 points) 
Phoneme Video – 100 points

 This is the most critical outcome of this course. Teachers of children who struggle with literacy must know how to model the sounds that make up words. Therefore, each student will demonstrate mastery of the 44 phonemes in the English language (e.g., accurately say each sound). Using Canvas, students will make a video of themselves pronouncing each of the 44 phonemes. The list from which to complete the activity is on Canvas (modules, in the section with the syllabus). To receive points for this assignment, all sounds must be correct (e.g.,43/44 sounds pronounced correctly will result in zero points). 
· If a student fails to obtain 100 points, re-do opportunities will be available for 20 fewer points than the last opportunity. Students who master the skill in two attempts will receive 80 points. Students who master in three attempts will earn 60 points. Students who master in four attempts will receive 40 points. Students who master in five attempts will receive 20 points.

Grades will be calculated by adding points earned. Grades will be assigned based on the scale above. Grades are not rounded. A grade of A is 270 points and above. 269 points is a B. There are no extra credit opportunities offered in the class.  

8. CLASS POLICIES:

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend class and participate in class discussions and activities and will be held responsible for any content covered in the event of an absence. Participation for distance education students is defined as watching class recordings prior to the next class meeting (Data are available on Canvas).
     Excused absences: Students are granted excused absences from class for the following reasons: illness of the student or serious illness of a member of the student’s immediate family, the death of a member of the student’s immediate family, trips for student organizations sponsored by an academic unit, trips for university classes, trips for participation in intercollegiate athletic events, subpoena for a court appearance, and religious holidays. Students who wish to have an excused absence from class for any other reason must contact the instructor in advance of the absence to request permission. The instructor will weigh the merits of the request and render a decision. The student must notify the instructor prior to the occurrence of any excused absences. In no case, shall verification of approved absences occur more than one week after the absence. Appropriate documentation for all excused absences is required.        Make-Up Policy: Arrangement to make up a missed assignments, tests and final exam major examination may only be made if there is notification of university-approved absence prior to the assigned date. (Students may not miss an assignment or test without some type of prior notification such as email or phone message). With notification and evidence of excused absence, the student may submit the assignment or take an exam one week following the student’s return to class.  
     Assignments: All assignments, quizzes, tests, and exams must be turned in the day each are due at the regularly scheduled class time. Assignments must be turned in by the student completing the assignment.

No late assignments, quizzes, tests or exams will be accepted unless prior notification of absence occurred and accompanied by a university approved excuse.
