There is no textbook for this course.  Because our course content is so broad and complex, we will draw from many different sources for our course readings.  Files and/or links for your readings will be provided for each learning module via Canvas as our course progresses.


Course Description:  

School music program organization, and developing basic and supplementary materials for guiding teachers, faculties and school systems in the continuous improvement of curriculum and teaching practices.  Topics include historical foundations; philosophical, psychological and pedagogical foundations; administration; budget; and advocacy for public school, collegiate, and other music programs.

Course Objectives:
The student will be able to:

1. Describe important milestones in the history of school music education in the United states
2. Discuss changing attitudes toward music education since the 1950s

3. Summarize key national reports on American education and their impact upon music education

4. Describe the most prominent philosophies of music education

5. Discuss the role of the federal government in arts education policy and practice

6. Critique research reports linking music education with gains in other academic subjects

7. Develop a research-based argument supporting music education in the public schools

8. Discuss administrative aspects of the public school music program

9. Develop a detailed budget for a public school music program

10. Develop a strategic plan for adding or increasing a music program to a public school or school system

1201.1.4 The submission of themes, essays, term papers, design projects, theses, and dissertations, similar requirements, or parts thereof that are not the work of the student submitting them. In the case of a graduate thesis or dissertation, submission is defined as the time at which the first complete draft of such is submitted to the major professor for review. When direct quotations are used, they must be indicated, and when the ideas of another are incorporated into a paper, they must be appropriately acknowledged (such as using footnotes or in-text citations).

1201.1.5 Plagiarism is a violation. In simplest terms, plagiarism is stealing – using the words or ideas of another as if they were one’s own. For example, if another person’s complete sentence, syntax, keywords, or specific or unique ideas and information are used, one must give that person credit through proper documentation or recognition, as through the use of footnotes.
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
