3.COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is designed to provide students with the understanding of language development and theoretical basis and the practical application of classroom organization and instructional design for students developing literacy. The focus of this class will be to discuss proactive approaches to supporting students’ literacy development. Students will be introduced to applied and research readings related to instructional management. These research findings will be integrated into discussions on the practical aspects of developing effective programs. After completing this class, students will be able to design and implement effective literacy and instructional strategies.

4.  COURSE OBJECTIVES: Upon completion of this course, students will demonstrate the following  
a) Explain the science of reading (four-part processor, simple view of reading, Reading Rope Model, relationship between written and spoken language).

b) identify language systems and stages of language and literacy development  

c) complete instructional classroom assessment 

d) implement approaches to language and literacy instruction 

e) implement approaches literacy supports in the classroom 

f) respond to persistent literacy learning problems 

g) integrate research in literacy instruction with instructional management 

teach foundational reading skills based on the science of learning to read, to include oral language development, phonological awareness, phonics instruction

6. COURSE REQUIREMENTS:
Test and Final Exam  - Test = 50, Final Exam = 100 points, 150 points total 
There will be one test during the semester and a final exam. Each will be completed by the date assigned and due before 11:59 pm central time. Examinations will be on Canvas and include objective items (multiple choice, matching, true/false) 
Assessment administration Video (10 points) Each student will video record themselves administering an early literacy screening tool provided by the instructor to a peer. The video will be graded based on appropriate administration behaviors and accuracy of data collection based on comparison of the video and the test protocol.

Oral Language Lesson Video (10 points) Each student will make a video demonstrating expansion and of oral language and vocabulary instruction during storybook reading. The student will read a portion of a storybook to another person, ask questions and elaborate on their response by increasing the number of words AND teaching new vocabulary.  
Literacy Lesson Activities and Videos (20 points) Each student will plan and implement four lesson activities which they will record on video. 

a. Lesson one will include explicit instruction in teaching one phonological sensitivity skill (e.g., syllable deletion and onset deletion/change) and one basic phonemic awareness skill (e.g., delete beginning phoneme and substitute a beginning phoneme) 
b. Lesson two will be an explicit lesson introducing a new letter (grapheme) and its sound (phoneme) referring to a sound wall, and how the sound is physically made with one’s mouth. Independent practice should include mastered letters/sounds.
c. Lesson three will be an explicit phonics lesson (orthographic mapping) using a, m, s, and t, manipulatives, letter cards and say-it move-it card. 
d. Lesson four will be explicit instruction in teaching a high frequency irregularly-spelled word (e.g., said or love) using the “heart-word” routine.
Literacy Lesson Analysis and Commentary (10 points) Each student will be given a commercially available lesson. They will name and describe the literacy skills associated with each activity in the lesson. They will identify the skills that are missing according to evidence-based practices for structured literacy lessons. They will describe how they would enhance the lesson according to evidence-based practices for structured literacy lessons.  
Reading Quizzes - 6 quizzes, 50 points total  
There will be a quiz associated with each of the readings assigned to the data of the quiz (e.g., the quiz on May 23 will be on phonological awareness)
Attendance  - 50 points total 

 Students will receive points for the percentage of classes attended. For on-campus students, attendance is defined as being physically present for a class meeting. In the classroom, students are expected participate in class discussions and activities. If the class uses Zoom, students should expect to answer questions and respond to chat feature. For 6180 students, attendance is a record that the class has been watched within a week of its recording (This information is available to the instructor through Canvas). The points for attendance will be calculated by multiplying the percentage of classes attended by 50 (e.g., 8 out of 10 or 80% attendance = 40 points) 

Phoneme Video – 100 points

 This is the most critical outcome of this course. Teachers of children who struggle with literacy must know how to model the sounds that make up words. Therefore, each student will demonstrate mastery of the 44 phonemes in the English language (e.g., accurately say each sound). Using Canvas, students will make a video of themselves pronouncing each of the 44 phonemes. The list from which to complete the activity is on Canvas (modules, in the section with the syllabus). To receive points for this assignment, all sounds must be correct (e.g.,43/44 sounds pronounced correctly will result in zero points). 
· If a student fails to obtain 100 points, re-do opportunities will be available for 20 fewer points than the last opportunity. Students who master the skill in two attempts will receive 80 points. Students who master in three attempts will earn 60 points. Students who master in four attempts will receive 40 points. Students who master in five attempts will receive 20 points.
