COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Introductory concepts of Artificial intelligence as well as how to incorporate into educational settings.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:

1. Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:
· Describe safe, responsible, legal and ethical uses of AI.
· Describe AI and how it works.
· Understand the benefits and risks of AI.
· Create various documents using generative AI tools.
· Construct various prompts.
· Create art and images.
· Search for jobs using generative AI.
· Utilize AI in educational settings.

· Discuss the future of AI.

Course Content:

· Weekly assignments will include a reading/readings relating to Artificial Intelligence
· Weekly assignments will include integrating content knowledge learned through reading into application, such as generating business letters, presentation, rubrics, etc.

· Complete Discussion posts and respond to at least one classmate each week.

· Final Assignment – Presentation of generative AI tools for the classroom. 
Course Requirements:
1. Assignment – Each week you will have a reading/readings relating to AI form your beginner’s guide textbook.– Assignments will vary based on the reading. Please see the canvas instructions each week. All assignments will be due on Sunday by 11:59 pm unless otherwise noted.
2. Each week you will have a discussion post. This post can be anything you want it to be as it relates to Artificial Intelligence. You can refer back to your reading on new ideas; you can research and find an article as it relates to education; you can find a meme that makes us laugh and describe why you chose it. Limitless opportunities and it’s up to you! Please respond to at least one classmate.
3. Integrating AI for Transformative Learning in K-12 Schools– will be a separate canvas course that you enroll in. Each module will earn you a badge. 
4. For your final, you will complete a presentation of generative AI tools for the classroom. You should choose 3 AI tools (not mentioned in our text or canvas course) to present on. This presentation should be a voiceover or zoom recording. You should introduce the topic, present how to work the tool, and explain how it can be beneficial to your classmates. Educational tools are expected unless you are in a non-education major.
