Qualitative and Quantitative Research Data Collection and Analysis: Student groups/individual will interview an exemplary assistant principal, principal, or teacher. The overarching research question: How can we use mentoring to support assistant principals, principals, and teachers for wellbeing?

Students will complete an interview protocol developed to support their topic. Topics are aligned with the Group/Individual Action Research Brief. Students will conduct the interview, code the data from the interview, develop themes from the data and create a PowerPoint narrative of the interview. I suggest you record the interview and use Rev.com for the transcript.  The assignment is worth 40 points. Group Tasks: 1) article summaries 2) interview questions 3) interview 4) transcribe 5) themes 6) PowerPoint 
C. Problem Based Project: Group/Individual Action Research-Inquiry Brief (Proposal and Presentation) (40 pts). SEE MODEL ACTION RESEARCH BRIEF IN MODULE 1

This violation may also be subject to review and action by the University Discipline Committee; (6) an instructor may delineate in advance and in writing other actions he or she considers a violation of the Code.
