Basic concepts and physical activities associated with physical fitness as a healthy lifestyle option. Activities may include, but are not limited to Plyometrics, calisthenics and weightlifting.

After taking this course you will have a working knowledge of skills and techniques used in CrossFit. The goal of CrossFit training is to create Improved work capacity across broad time and modal domains; through the use of constantly varied, functional movements, performed at relatively high intensity. A progression of learning proper mechanics, then consistently performing the mechanics properly, and lastly ramping up the intensity to the desired stimulus over time will be used.

A. Attendance:
