Course Policy Statements:

A. Attendance: [Covid Exemption]
Physical Activity and Wellness Program Attendance Policy 
The material and experiences in this class are important and if you are not in class, you cannot take an active role as a student. Class attendance and appropriate participation is paramount to your success as a student. Participation is defined as, but not limited to, “fully engaging in the course content and activities at a level that is deemed appropriate by the instructor.” Failure to appropriately participate in the course content and activities will result in a deduction of points from a student’s overall course grade. Students arriving tardy to class will lose 1 point from their final grade per offense. Unexcused absences cannot be made up and will result in a 1 point deduction from the student’s final grade per absence. Once a student has accrued five unexcused absences he/she will not be permitted to take the final examination and will receive a grade of FA (as stipulated by the Physical Activity and Wellness Program guidelines). Moreover, students who accrue eight (8) absences (excused, unexcused and/or combination of each type) will not be permitted to take the final examination and will receive a grade of FA.



B. Excused Absences:

Students are granted excused absences from class for the following reasons: illness of the student or serious illness of a member of the student’s immediate family, the death of a member of the student’s immediate family, trips for student organizations sponsored by an academic unit, trips for university classes, trips for participation in intercollegiate athletic events, subpoena for a court appearance, and religious holidays. Students who wish to have an excused absence from class for any other reason must contact the instructor in advance of the absence to request permission. The instructor will weigh the merits of the request and render a decision. When feasible, the student must notify the instructor prior to the occurrence of any excused absences, but in no case shall such notification occur more than one week after the absence. Appropriate documentation for all excused absences is required. C. Make-Up Policy:
Arrangement to make up missed examinations due to properly authorized excused absences must be initiated by the student within one week from the end of the period of the excused absences. Except in unusual circumstances, such as continued absence of the student or the advent of University holidays, a make-up exam will take place within two weeks from the time that the student initiates arrangements for it. Except in extraordinary circumstances, no make-up exams will be arranged during the last three days before the final exam period begins. The format of the make-up exam will be as specified by the instructor. If the student fails to follow these instructions the excused absence in question will be calculated as an unexcused absence. 

Dress Code :
Each student should come to class dressed in proper aerobic attire, this should include athletic tops, athletic undergarments, and athletic shorts with high range of motion and drawstring or taekwondo style pants ( leggings or yoga style acceptable). NO blue jeans, khaki or dress pants. Until uniforms or class t-shirts are acquired no shirts should consist of vulgar, drug/alcohol or political statements. ALL jewelry (unless medically required ) should be removed before class begins. [Covid Exemption]Students shall either be barefoot, in socks or may wear Wrestling shoes if approved by the instructor. NO shoes should be worn during training for safety purposes. Failure to adhere to this policy will result in participation point deduction.

Participation
Participation - requires students to be dressed appropriately and FULLY take part in daily activities and exercises. Participation will be graded based on instructor observation, participation begins when the student enters the room.[Covid Exemption]

Basic Classroom Procedure
As the student enters the classroom, he/she should bow to the classroom out of respect for the Dojo. Dojo is a Japanese word meaning “place to train” or simply “school”. " Respect is given to the place where this training takes place. This respect is not to the Dojo as an object, but to remind us to keep our minds right, attitudes proper, and take care of the facility in which we train.

----    In the interest of hygiene, students will remove their shoes prior to stepping on the mats and stow them and any other items on the benches and shoe racks. The walking areas will be kept clear and free of tripping hazards.

----    If the student is late to class, the student should bow in as before and place their belongings off to the side. The student then should approach the instructor when at the first available opportunity to request permission to train. (Tardiness is not recommended since the student will have to catch up on what they have missed to be allowed to begin classes.)

----    Students will line up according to belt rank order with highest ranked students to the left of, facing the instructors during bow in, and lowest ranking students to the right.

----   Student will follow instructors’ directions at all times. “Mate” means stop and “Hajime” means begin. Students will fully comply with orders of Hajime and Mate.
