COURSE DESCRIPTION: Instruction in this course promotes an understanding of family and child centered practices that include the following: development, implementation, and evaluation of appropriate routine based and curriculum activities for children with mild learning/behavior disabilities and their families in grades Pre K to 2nd grade. Content also includes various curricular and development theories, assistive technology, assessment, and program planning.

5. 	JUSTIFICATION FOR GRADUATE CREDIT:
Undergraduate and Graduate students are dually enrolled in this course. Graduate students who are enrolled in this course are enrolled in the RSED 6110 level. Undergraduate students are enrolled in the RSED 5110 level of this course. The RSED 6110 version of this course will have delineated assignments that differ from undergraduate RSED 5110 assignments. Graduate Level Students in RSED 6110 and 6110D will sequentially progress through course material. Learners will acquire knowledge of course material and then will apply course knowledge within activities or projects. Finally, learners will exhibit a synthesis of their independent learning by creating a cumulative project that includes designed supports for a case study of a young child with disabilities within an inclusive setting. Learners will include evidence-based methods in their project and will provide a synopsis of area specific current research.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:
General Course Requirements (See point values in tables below.)
Students are required to: a) successfully complete all learning activities and submit to the instructor no later than the date designated for each project, b) take and pass all required tests, c) attend class and participate in class discussions and activities, and d) read assigned materials prior to class sessions.  
A. Examinations: There will be three exams during the semester. The first exam will cover material from the beginning of the semester through the first exam.  The second exam will cover material presented after the first exam through the last class period before the second exam is scheduled.  The third exam will cover material presented after the second exam through the last class period before the third exam is scheduled. All exams have 25 items which include a variety of item types such as short answer, multiple choice, true or false, application activities, and matching questions. All students will access and complete their exams via CANVAS. These exams are timed and must be completed during the allotted time and due date. All exams must be completed independently, individually, and represent your own work and responses. You can use your materials from our CANVAS course and your textbook when you complete the exams.  (There are 600 TOTAL Points possible with each exam worth 200 points).
B. Application Activities: There will be 10 Application Activities. The Application Activities are designed for you to apply concepts and skills taught within this course. The Application Activities will be completed in class. If you are absent, you will need a university approved excuse to make up the missed Application Activity. (There are 250 TOTAL Points possible with each Application Activity worth 25 points).
C. Graduate Distance Students in RSED 6110D will Earn Participation Points: There will be participation points for each of the 11 Modules. Graduate Distance Students will earn participation points by watching 100% of all videos in each Module. Panopto statistics record individual views and the viewing length times for each video. All videos must be watched by the due date indicated in the syllabus. (There are 220 TOTAL Points possible with each Module Participation Points worth 20 points).
D. Graduate Student Article Review Project. Graduate students will complete a review of peer-reviewed articles. They will analyze two intervention articles that pertain to evidence-based practices conducted with children with exceptionalities. Students will record and present a 10-minute PowerPoint presentation summary of their findings. (100 TOTAL Points possible).
E. Gracie ELO Project (Parts A to D). Students will use case studies, in class activities, the AEPS-3 and the Building Blocks Framework design and evaluate instruction. (200 TOTAL Points possible).
F. PELI Assessment and Interpretation Project. Students will administer the PELI Assessment to peers in class. Students will score and interpret PELI results. (200 TOTAL Points possible).

5. CLASS POLICIES:
