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INTRODUCTION
The U.S. Forest Service has conducted seedling production surveys in the past and made this information public through publishing in the periodical Tree Planter’s Notes. Unfortunately, the Forest Service has not been able to publish the results of the survey for several years.  To obtain an idea of current seedling production in the South, the Auburn University Southern Forest Nursery Management Cooperative conducted a survey of nursery managers in the region to determine production numbers for the December 2007 to March 2008 planting season.

Data was obtained through a mailed questionnaire sent in June 2008 to 235 plant nurseries in 12 southern states: Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, Oklahoma, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas, and Virginia.  The questionnaire was two pages in length and asked for production (not sales) for the 2007-2008 nursery season for major pine and hardwood species.  We attempted to contact all nurseries, regardless of affiliation or ownership, including those not associated with the Nursery Cooperative.  The mail survey was followed up by phone contact until all nurseries were accounted for.  Of the 235 surveys mailed, responses were received from 79 nurseries of which 54 had reportable seedling production data.  Twenty-one surveys were returned as undeliverable and the remaining 135 nurseries were contacted by fax and phone call with no response.  The 54 usable surveys was a decline from the 66 nurseries reporting results in 2005, but similar to the 56 nurseries reporting in 2004.
SURVEY RESULTS

Conifer Seedling Production: There was a total of 949,637,000 bareroot (Table 1) and 69,401,000 container-grown (Table 2) conifer seedlings produced during the 2007-2008 season, for a total conifer production of 1,019,038,000 (Table 3).  This was a decrease of 1.4% in bareroot and an increase of 7.8% in container-grown conifer production, with an overall regional decrease from 1,034,003,000 conifers produced in 2006-2007.  Loblolly pine was undoubtedly the most commonly grown species in the region, accounting for 81% of all conifer production, followed by slash pine at 13%, and longleaf pine at 5%.  These three species accounted for 99% of all conifers produced in 2007-2008.  Shortleaf pine was the 4th most important species in terms of production (0.4%), followed closely by baldcypress, sand pine, white pine, Fraser fir, and Virginia pine (Table 3).  A new Conifer category was added this year, “Others” (Pitch Pine, Atlantic White Cedar and Pitch x Loblolly) and made up 430,000 of other conifer species grown in 2007-2008.  Of the two seedling production systems, container-grown conifer production was 6.8% of all conifers produced in 2007-2008.  This is an increase of about 1% (5 MM) over last year, of which longleaf pine was the primary conifer grown (42.2 MM or 62%).  Eighty-three percent of all longleaf production was container-grown which is similar to what was reported for the 2006-2007 growing season.  Georgia was by far the Number 1 producer of container grown conifers at 43.2 MM, or 63%, of all container-grown conifer seedlings produced in 2007-2008.
All surveyed states produced conifer nursery stock.  The amount ranged from 244 million in Georgia to about 5 million in Tennessee.  Georgia produced 24% of all conifer planting stock in the southern United States.  In terms of total conifer production, the order was:  1. Georgia (244.2 MM);  2. South Carolina (175.1 MM); 3. Alabama (134.6 MM); 4. Arkansas (117.3 MM); 5. Mississippi (104.9 MM); 6. Texas (100.4 MM); 7. North Carolina (68.0 MM); 8. Florida (36.2 MM); 9. Virginia (34.6 MM); 10. Louisiana (26.5 MM); 11. Oklahoma (6.2 MM) and 12. Tennessee (5.8 MM) (Table 3).

Hardwood Seedling Production:  There was a total of 38,442,000 bareroot (Table 4) and 791,000 container grown (Table 5), for a total hardwood seedling production of 39,232,000 in 2007-2008 (Table 6).  This is a reduction of over 13 MM seedlings or 74% fewer hardwood seedlings than last year.  Of those species being produced, Quercus was by far the most important genera with 66% of all hardwood production (25.8 MM).  This is followed by “others” (21%), green ash (5.4%), sweetgum (1.5%), pecan (2.1%), dogwood (1.4%), yellow poplar (1%), sycamore (0.8%), black walnut (0.8%), and cottonwood (0.4%).  Hardwoods were grown in all states surveyed, ranging from 10.9 million in Arkansas to 138,000 in Texas.  The top five hardwood producing states in the region were Arkansas, Louisiana (6.5 MM), South Carolina (4.6 MM), Florida (4.4 MM) and Georgia (4.2 MM) (Table 6).
Production by Ownership Category: The majority of regional seedling production occurs in industrial nurseries (767.5 MM or 73%), followed far behind by private nurseries (150.0 MM or 14%) with state nurseries a close third at 140.5 MM (13%) (Table 7).  A “private” nursery in this case means private ownership but not part of an organization or company that operates a wood processing facility - i.e. “non-industrial.”  There was a switch from last year's survey in terms of the proportion of total seedling production by owner category with private nurseries surpassing state nursery production.  While some of this 37.7 MM reduction from the 2006-2007 growing season can be attributed to the closure of both the Texas and Mississippi state nurseries (28.5 MM in 2006-2007), the remaining 9.2 MM is due to fewer seedlings being produced overall by state forestry agencies.  Within the container grown seedlings, private nurseries supplied 67% of container-grown conifer planting stock (46.3 MM), followed by Industry (15.1 MM - 21%), and state nurseries (7.9 MM - 12%).  Industry increased its proportion of conifer container production 14% (2006-2007) over last year’s production (9.1 MM) to 21% of this year’s 15.1 MM seedlings (Table 8).  Private nurseries had a decrease in their proportion of seedling production from 75% to 67%.  
In contrast, state nurseries had the largest proportion of hardwood seedling production (17.7 MM or 45%) when compared to either the Industry (12.7 MM or 32%) or Private (8.7 MM or 22%) seedling producers (Table 9).  This is a switch over production trends from the 2006-2007 growing season where the private nurseries had the major share in hardwood production (22.4 MM or 43%) followed by State (18.1 MM or 35%) and Industry (11.8 MM or 23%) data from last year.

Seedling production for all stock types (container, bareroot) and tree type (conifer, hardwood) by forest agency (State, Private, Industry) and by state is shown in Table 10.  Overall, industrial forest tree nurseries produced 767.4 MM of all seedlings grown.  This was followed by Private 150.2 MM (14%) and close behind was State at 140.5 MM seedlings.  The production share by Industry (73%) in 2007-2008 was a sharp increase from the 2006-2007 growing season which had Industry producing 66% (722.3 MM) of the seedlings throughout the southern US. 
State Ranking and Changes from 2006-2007:  A comparison of state-by-state ranking is provided in Table 11.  The 3% decline in seedling production from last year is not distributed evenly across the region.  While two states had moderate reductions, GA -4% and OK -3%, six states had significant reductions in seedling production from last year’s growing season.  These were FL -38%, LA -21%, TX -13%, NC -12%, VA -12% and AL -9%.  In contrast to those states that produced fewer seedlings in 2007-2008 than 2006-2007, four states increased their seedling production from last year: SC +21%, MS +13%, TN +11% and AR +9%.  Despite the rather large swings in seedling production in an individual state, it does not necessarily indicate a large change in regional production.  The most significant reduction occurred in Florida, where the state produced 21.9 MM fewer seedlings in 2007-2008 than in 2006-2007.
Nursery Coop Seedling Production:  Members of the Southern Forest Nursery Management Cooperative continue to stand out with respect to bareroot seedling production.  Nearly 88% of all bareroot production in the southern United States is associated with Nursery Cooperative membership – 867.7 MM seedlings (Table 12).  This is 4% higher than reported in last year’s 2006-2007 survey.  Nursery Cooperative members accounted for 61% of container production, (43.0 MM), up significantly from the 50% (33.1 MM seedlings) reported last year.  Members of the Nursery Cooperative produce 86% of all forest-tree seedlings in the region.  
Total Seedling Production: Collectively, 54 forest-tree nurseries in the southern United States produced 949.6 MM bareroot conifers, 69.4 MM container conifers, 38.4 MM bareroot hardwoods and 791,000 container hardwoods during the 2007-2008 growing season.  The total forest tree seedlings produced in 2007-2008 was 1,058,271,000.  This is 3% (28.1 MM) fewer seedlings produced in 2007-2008 than were produced in 2006-2007 (Tables 1, 2, 3, 4 and 11).
