“This photo was taken at Tsukiji market, the largest fish market in the world.  For travelers to Tokyo it is a definite must-see.  However, as for most things worth seeing, sacrifices must be made.  In our case it was sleep.  On this day, J.T. Hemmendinger and I left our dorm at 4:30 am to reach the market before most of the action was over at 6:30.  If you own a restaurant, in particular a sushi shop, in Tokyo, the only way to get the best fish is to wake up early and get to the daily auction.   The man in the picture is painting the weight and region of origin of each tuna on the fish in preparation for the auction.  Also, before the auction the restaurant owners walk around and test the meat of each fish.  The usual method is to pick a chunk out and rub it between your fingers, however we did see a few guys chewing on a bit from each one and then spitting it on the ground.  The best of these tuna will go for upwards of 10,000 dollars.  In addition to the tuna auction, there are about 5 acres of stands selling every kind of fish imaginable.”
