This is the ootori, or front gate, of Itsukushima shrine on Miyajima Island in western Japan.  Itsukushima shrine is a national teasure, listed as one of the Nihon Sankei, or three most beautiful places in Japan.  The shrine itself, which is entirely built on stilts in the sea, is said to have been first constructed in 593.  The ootori, whose purpose is to welcome departed spirits arriving from across the inland sea, is set 143 meters out in the ocean in front of the shrine. This one is the eighth built since the original construction of the shrine and finished in 1875. It also serves as a main symbol of Japan’s cultural heritage.”
