Submit your $250 enrollment deposit or “Intent to Enroll” form at
This deposit is required for all students, is non-refundable
and will be applied toward your first semester tuition and orientation fees.

Once activated, you can log into AU Access, and your Auburn email account,
where you will receive important official University communications.

Visit and register your device, which will enable you to access
your email, complete Camp War Eagle registration, sign up for classes and
access other on- and off-campus resources. Make sure it's your device and not
your parent's—you’ll need it throughout your time at Auburn.

CWE registration opens in mid-March; make sure we've received your
enrollment deposit first.

Visit to confirm we have your final high school
transcript before the first day of class.

Complete the scholarship application through the Auburn University Scholarship
Opportunity Manager CAUSOM) by February 1 for general and departmental
scholarship consideration.

To receive consideration for need-based scholarships, complete the Free Application
for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), available in October at fafsa.gov. The priority
deadline for the FAFSA to be received by Auburn is February 1.
