BOARD OF DIRECTORS
1. CALL TO ORDER-


President Hackel called the meeting to order at 1:30 P.M. with the following in attendance: Alverson, Call, Hackel, Hitchcock, McCord, Mullins, Rogers, Seay, and Wilson. 

2. MINUTES-


The December 15, 2011 minutes were approved as submitted by Alverson and with the addition of Roger’s name to the attendees upon a motion by Call and second by Mullins.

3. TREASURER’ S REPORT-


Call presented the attached February 16, 2012 report. This was approved upon a motion by Mullins and second by Rogers. Call commented 1. the CD owned by AURA in the amount of $6,652.74 was automatically renewed until 6/27/13;  and 2.  it may be necessary to take funds from the saving account to cover the two $ 1,000 AURA scholarships payable later this year. Wilson reminded the Board that the AURA scholarship is not endowed and that if necessary could be skipped. The Board will attempt to continue the two scholarship payments for the coming year.

4. COMMITTEE REPORTS-


A. Finance- Seay recommended the AURA Scholarships be continued until AURA’s total assets fall between 8,000 and 10,000 dollars.

B. Membership- Rogers reported response to the 2012 dues request now stands at 256 paid out of 438 requests and that it is time to mail out a second request. This will be done soon plus another membership notice will be in the Spring AURA Newsletter.  Telephone calls were recommended by Wilson and that tangible evidence that AURA is being effective would boost membership. Hackel suggested the Board consider giving one year free membership to new eligible retirees.

C. Social and Special Events- In absence of Wolfinger, Hackel reported she and Call has arranged for the 2012 Bailey Award Luncheon and AURA Annual Meeting to be held May 25 at the Saugahatchee Country Club.  The Board agreed with Hackel’s suggestion that the printed program for this year’s event will consist of the agenda, a page on the 2012 Bailey awardee, a description of the Bailey Award, and that the Annual Reports are now listed online at the AURA Website. The procedure for submitting 
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annual  Committee Reports was discussed. It was decided that Committee Chairs should submit their report on a Word document that can be edited to President Hackel.

D. Legislative, Welfare and Benefits- A discussion on possible ways for Alabama State retirees to get a future cost of living increase was led by Wilson. AURA will continue to carefully monitor political actions relating to welfare and benefits during the current legislative session. 
E. Publications- Wilson will be the editor for the Spring AURA Newsletter before turning this position over to Mullins who will be introduced in the newsletter.  They will meet soon to discussion the transition.  Items for the newsletter were discussed with McCord agreeing to write an article on “Why Should Retirees Support AURA”. All articles need to be submitted by May 1. Newsletter mailing should occur about May 15. Photograph problems due to afternoon sunlight glare at last year’s BBQ were mentioned.

F. Recognition and Awards- Hackel, reporting for Housel, announced Dr. Stanley Wilson has been selected unanimously   by the selection committee for the 2012 Bailey Award.

G. Old Business- The new AURA website is now online. Brock Parker has agreed to address website issues we need as long as time does not get out of hand. A letter of appreciation has been sent to Parker’s boss and a $50 gift card with thanks will be sent to Parker.

F. New Business- Hackel requested the Board to be thinking of possible new members for the AURA Board of Directors for the coming year.

7. ADJOURN- The meeting adjourned at 2:40 P.M. with the next meeting set for 1:30 P.M. on April 19, 2012.
