Cons0tu0on & By-Laws 
 

Preamble 
 

We, the representa0ves of the Na0onal Pan-Hellenic Council (NPHC) of Auburn University, 
iden0fy the need to unify and coordinate ac0vi0es of inter-collegiate NPHC fraterni0es and 
sorori0es. We recognize that joint efforts of all NPHC Organiza0ons can best carry out specific 
areas of programming. As fraterni0es and sorori0es in the NPHC, we will abide by the following 
cons0tu0on and bylaws.  
 
 

Ar0cle I – Name 
 

From now on, the organiza0on shall be Auburn University Na0onal Pan-Hellenic Council, Inc., 
referred to as the NPHC. 
 

Ar0cle II – Purpose 
 

The purpose of the NPHC shall be as follows: 
 

A. To establish and maintain the rules and regula0ons of Auburn University and the NPHC. 
B. To promote higher standards of scholarship, a greater degree of culture, and closer social 

interac0ons. 
C. Fellowship with a stronger inter-fraternal spirit among affiliate members. 
D. To foster and sponsor projects encouraging the campus and community’s educa0onal, 

moral, and cultural progress. 
E. To coordinate ac0vi0es that benefit Auburn University and the Lee County community. 
F. To Serve as a forum for issues facing the affiliate organiza0ons. 

 
Sec$on 1 Rules of Order 
 
The NPHC shall be governed by Robert’s Rule of Order (revised, latest edi0on), except for maVers 
provided by the Cons0tu0on and Bylaws. 
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Sec$on 2 Ra$fica$on 
 
The Cons0tu0on and Bylaws may be amended by making a recommenda0on to the NPHC 
President or the NPHC Advisor. Proposals must be typed, dated, and signed, and the ra0onale for 
the proposed amendments(s) must be included. 
 

A. All member organiza0ons shall receive proposed amendments at the next scheduled 
General Assembly.  

B. A quorum shall consist of at least two-thirds of the member organiza0ons present. 
C. The Cons0tu0on and Bylaws will be reviewed yearly by the NPHC Execu0ve Board. 
D. The proposed changes to the Cons0tu0on and Bylaws shall become effec0ve when 

ra0fied by a two-thirds vote of the vo0ng membership. 
 
Sec$on 3 Non-Discrimina$on Clause 
 
The council shall not discriminate based on race, color, religion, na0onality, sexual orienta0on, 
age, handicap, or poli0cal affilia0on.  
 
 

Ar0cle III – Membership 
 

The NPHC Council includes the affiliate chapters of the na0onal organiza0ons that comprise the 
Na0onal Pan-Hellenic Council Inc. Membership in the Auburn University NPHC shall consist of: 
 

• Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Inc. 
• Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc. 
• Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Inc. 
• Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc. 
• Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc. 
• Phi Beta Sigma Fraternity, Inc. 
• Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, Inc. 
• Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority, Inc. 
• Iota Phi Theta Fraternity, Inc. 

 
There shall be two (2) classes of membership: Ac0ve and Inac0ve Members. 
 
Sec$on 1 Ac$ve Members 
 
Ac0ve members are organiza0ons approved for membership by NPHC and have met the council’s 
financial responsibili0es.  
 
Sec$on 2 Inac$ve Members 
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Inac0ve members are those organiza0ons that have been suspended or have been financially 
inac0ve for that semester. 
 

A. Inac0ve members may aVend the General Assembly but are prohibited from vo0ng. 
B. To be reinstated into Auburn NPHC, an organiza0on must submit a leVer of intent thirty 

(30) days before the conclusion of suspension or inac0vity.  
C. Organiza0ons will not be allowed to have a Greek Week. 

 
Sec$on 3 Delegates 
 

A. The legisla0ve body of the NPHC shall be the General Assembly. 
B. At the General Assembly, each organiza0on shall be represented by at least two (2) 

delegates from the member organiza0ons. 
C. Delegates of the member organiza0ons must be full-0me undergraduate students ac0ve 

within their organiza0on. 
D. Delegates represent the Legisla0ve Body of the NPHC. 

 
Sec$on 4 Vo$ng 
 

A. The council’s vo0ng members shall be one of the organiza0on’s delegates. 
B. The delegate vo0ng for their respec0ve organiza0on will sit in the front row before vo0ng 

begins. 
C. There is to be one (1) vote for each organiza0on. 
D. A majority shall be required to carry all ques0ons. 
E. Vo0ng shall be done by following the direc0ve stated. 
F. A 0e shall represent that the mo0on fails. 

 
Ar0cle IV – Mee0ngs 

 
Mee0ngs shall be referred to as General Assembly. General Assembly mee0ngs are mandatory 
for the delegates of the organiza0ons. 
 
Sec$on 1 Time & Place 
 

A. General Assembly shall take place bi-weekly. The 0me and place shall be announced at 
the beginning of each semester. 

B. Each NPHC organiza0on shall be represented by at least two delegates for the en0re 
mee0ng dura0on. 

C. The Execu0ve Board may not count as a delegate or alternate delegate for their 
respec0ve organiza0on.  

D. When pe00oned by three (3) or more member organiza0ons or upon their own ini0a0ve, 
the President may call a special mee0ng. 
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E. Chapters whose representa0ves are ten (10) or more minutes late without twenty-four 
(24) hours prior no0fica0on will receive an organiza0onal fine of $10 for the first offense. 
For the following offenses, the organiza0onal fine will increase by $5 each 0me. The 
offense number will be reset at the start of every semester. 

 
Sec$on 2 Conduct of Mee$ngs 
 

A. Profanity and abusive language will not be tolerated. Two (2) general warnings regarding 
profanity or disrup0on will be issued to the general body. On the next occurrence, the 
individual will be asked to leave and incur an organiza0onal fine of $100.00. The 
individual will not be allowed back to a business mee0ng un0l a mee0ng with the NPHC 
Advisor, said individual, and their respec0ve Chapter Advisor is had. 

B. All cell phones and other communica0on devices are recommended to be silent. 
 

Ar0cle V – Elec0ons & Officers 
 

Sec$on 1 Elec$ons 
 
Officers shall be elected by the second week of November each calendar year. 
 

A. The officers shall be elected from the ac0ve member organiza0ons. 
B. Applica0ons shall be sent at least one month before the elec0on. 
C. Candidates must be present at elec0ons to give a speech before elec0ons. 
D. Officers shall be installed at the annual Greek Life Installa0on banquet. 
E. The incoming Execu0ve Board shall shadow the outgoing Execu0ve Board un0l the end of 

their term ager the elec0ons. 
F. The term of office shall run from the 0me the Execu0ve Board installa0on un0l successors 

are installed the following year. 
G. Each member organiza0on may hold up to two (2) elected offices during each term. 

 
Sec$on 2 Qualifica$on of Officers 
 
Members may hold an elected office on the Execu0ve Board: 
 

A. If their organiza0on is an ac0ve organiza0on. 
B. If they hold a term GPA of 2.5 or higher, 
C. If they are enrolled as a full-0me undergraduate student and are classified as an ac0ve 

member in good standing with their organiza0on.  
D.  

Sec$on 3 Officers 
 
The elected officers and Execu0ve Board of the council shall be: 

A. President 
B. Execu0ve Vice President 
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C. Vice President of Administra0on 
D. Vice President of Communica0on 
E. Vice President of Service 

 
Sec$on 4 Du$es of Officers 
 

A. President Shall: 
a. Be the presiding officer and official spokesperson of the council and Execu0ve 

Board. 
b. Have the power to appoint and dissolve commiVees. 
c. Have the authority to call special mee0ngs. 
d. Be informed of all expenditures of budgeted funds. 
e. Be responsible for sehng agendas before the mee0ngs. 
f. Be responsible for securing 0me and place for all mee0ngs. 
g. Not be the president of their organiza0on. 
h. Work at least four (4) hours per week in the Greek Life Office. 
i. Vote in the occurrence of a 0e except for elec0ons 
j. Be familiar with all governing documents of this council. 

B. Execu0ve Vice President (Vice President) shall: 
a. Be second in command of the council. 
b. Carry the authority necessary to execute the President’s du0es in their absence. 
c. Serve as the commiVee chairperson for the Ac0vi0es and Tiger Stomp 

commiVees. 
d. Act as the liaison between the council and the Greek Life Office. 
e. Serve as the point person for NPHC’s annual recruitment event: Meet the Greeks. 
f. Be familiar with all governing documents of this council. 
g. Work at least three (3) hours per week in the Greek Life Office. 

C. Vice President of Administra0on shall: 
a. Be responsible for records and files, recording the minutes, and distribu0ng typed 

minutes to each member organiza0on, AU advisors, and other indicated officials 
before the next official mee0ng. 

b. Keep an accurate contact informa0on record for all affiliate chapters, advisors, and 
Execu0ve Board members. 

c. Be responsible for no0fying all council members of mee0ng 0me and place at 
least twenty-four (24) hours before the scheduled mee0ng. 

d. Record aVendance at all execu0ve board and general assembly mee0ngs. 
e. Bill and collect NPHC dues and fines and give receipts of such. 
f. Give a treasury report at every general assembly and Execu0ve Board mee0ng. 
g. Serve as the commiVee chairperson for the Fundraising commiVee. 
h. Be familiar with all governing documents of this council. 
i. Work at least three (3) hours per week in the Greek Life Office. 

D. Vice President of Communica0on shall: 
a. Be responsible for promo0ng programs and all publicity and communica0ons 

rela0ng to the council. 
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b. Create all informa0onal flyers for events. Assist NPHC officers in marke0ng NPHC 
events. 

c. Manage all means of social media for the NPHC. 
d. Promote a posi0ve values system in the fraternity and sorority community by 

recognizing NPHC chapters that uphold shared values. 
e. Promote unity within the NPHC. 
f. Be responsible for all email correspondence. 
g. Be responsible for crea0ng and sending out the NPHC Alumni NewsleVer. 
h. Be familiar with all governing documents of this council. 
i. Work at least three (3) hours per week in the Greek Life Office. 

E. Vice President of Service shall: 
a. Coordinate any NPHC service projects. 
b. Serve as chair of the service commiVee. 
c. Serve as the liasion between the NPHC and the other governing councils: IFC and 

Panhellenic. 
d. Be responsible for recording all ac0ve organiza0on’s service hours. 
e. Plan and execute two (2) philanthropy or service events per year. 
f. Be familiar with all governing documents of this council. 
g. Work at least three (3) hours per week in the Greek Life Office. 

 
Sec$on 5 Officer Removal Clause 
 

A. Any officer found viola0ng the Cons0tu0on and Bylaws of this organiza0on shall be 
subjected to removal from office. 

B. Any member of NPHC shall present charges to the officer in viola0ons and to the general 
council in a wriVen formal request for impeachment within two (2) weeks of the alleged 
viola0on. 

C. The officer in ques0on shall be required to take an administra0ve leave un0l the request 
for impeachment is over. 

D. A three-fourths (3/4) vote of vo0ng delegates shall determine formal acceptance of the 
impeachment request. 

E. The officer’s argument will be heard on the day formal acceptance is voted upon. 
F. An impeachment request shall be voted upon one mee0ng ager the request is submiVed. 

 
Ar0cle VI – Organiza0onal Requirements 

 
Sec0on 1 Financial 
Membership Dues 
 

A. Each organiza0on is responsible for submihng a current ac0ve roster by the end of each 
semester. 

B. Each ac0ve organiza0on shall be assessed $20.00 per ac0ve member for the current 
semester. 
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C. Membership dues must be paid by the designated date set forth by the Vice President of 
Administra0on. 

D. Dues not paid by the deadline shall accrue penal0es of $10.00 per day, not including 
weekends. 

 
Sec0on 2 Fines & Regula0ons 
 

A. Each NPHC organiza0on shall be represented by the designated percentage of its 
membership set by the NPHC Execu0ve Board at least two (2) weeks prior to the 
scheduled date for the following events: 

a. Meet the Greeks (Fall & Spring semesters) 
b. Unity Yard Show (Spring semester) 
c. NPHC Community Service Project (Fall & Spring semesters) 
d. Black Alumni Weekend Events (Spring semester) 
e. Tiger Stomp Step Show (Fall semester) 
f. Council Study Nights (Fall & Spring semesters) 
g. NPHC 101 (Fall Semester) 
h. Two NPHC Greek Week Events, excluding the Unity Yard Show (Spring semester) 

B. Chapters will incur a $10 fine per member missing towards the designated percentage. 
C. Fines will be added to any chapter per par0cipa0on based on the execu0ve board’s 

discre0on. 
D. All NPHC-sponsored fundraisers, service projects, and programming will be considered 

eligible events.  
E. The Vice President of Administra0on or his/her designee of the specified event shall be 

responsible for verifying aVendance. If there is no appointed chair, then the Execu0ve 
Vice President shall verify aVendance.  

F. Each NPHC organiza0on shall be represented by at least two (2) members at all general 
assemblies. Chapters not represented by at least two (2) members without prior 
no0fica0on will incur a $10 fine per mee0ng for each mee0ng missed. The fines will 
restart at the start of each semester. 

G. Chapters represented by only one (1) member without prior no0fica0on will incur a $5 
fine for each mee0ng missed. The fines will restart at the beginning of each semester. 

H. Chapters whose delegates arrive 10 minutes late or leave the General Assembly early 
without prior no0fica0on will incur a $10 fine for each occurrence. The fines will restart 
each semester and will occur as such: 

a. First offense: $10 
b. Second offense: $20 
c. Third Offense: $30 

I. Fines that are not paid by the last day of classes each semester will result in no 
programming privileges the next semester un0l it is paid (Greek Week vo0ng & any NPHC 
events included). 

 
Sec0on 3 Fines Related to Service Hours 
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A. NPHC shall sponsor at least one service project per semester. 
B. Each ac0ve organiza0on is required to complete a certain number of community service 

hours per semester, two (2) hours of which must be completed with another sorority or 
fraternity within the NPHC, and two (2) hours are recommended to be completed jointly 
with an organiza0on within the following councils: IFC or Panhellenic. A minimum of two 
(2) ac0ve members within the chapter is required for the event to count toward hours. 
Hours will be logged for each par0cipa0ng member.  

a. Organiza0ons with four (4) or fewer ac0ve members are required to submit 25 
hours. Failure to complete community service hours will result in fines as follows: 
1-6 hours missed - $100 fine, 7-13 hours missed - $150 fine, 14-20 hours missed - 
$225 fine, 20-25 hours missed - $300 fine.  

b. Organiza0ons with five (5) - eight (8) ac0ve members are required to submit 50 
hours. Failure to complete community service hours will result in fines as follows: 
1-15 hours missed - $100 fine, 16-25 hours missed - $150 fine, 26-35 hours missed 
- $225 fine, 36-50 hours missed - $300 fine.  

c. Organiza0ons with nine (9) or more ac0ve members are required to submit 75 
hours. Failure to complete community service hours will result in fines as follows: 
1-15 hours missed - $100 fine, 16-30 hours missed - $150 fine, 31-50 hours missed 
- $225 fine, 51-75 hours missed - $300 fine.  

C. Organiza0on’s tabling events will count towards service hours if items are being 
contributed to the community (i.e., dona0ons to a founda0on, pamphlets, etc.). 

D. Any type of item drive (i.e., food can, blanket, school supplies, etc.) will not count towards 
service hours for the organiza0on. 
 

Sec0on 4 Fines Related to Greek Weeks 
 

A. A Greek Week is hereby defined as such: 
a. A week hosted by an individual organiza0on in the spring semester where no 

other NPHC-affiliated organiza0on may host programming during the selected 
0me frame. 

b. A week is considered when any organiza0on hosts three or more events from 
Sunday to Saturday. 

c. An organiza0on event is any fundraiser, educa0onal, or social programming. 
Community Service is excluded. 

d. No other organiza0on may host programming during another organiza0on's Greek 
Week. This excludes na0onally recognized or mandated events that an 
organiza0on may have (i.e., a Founders Day, Achievement Week, New Member 
Presenta0ons, etc.) 

e. This week will consist of five days, star0ng on a Sunday and ending on a Thursday. 
f. No two chapters may be held the same week in the spring semester unless in 

agreeance with one another (i.e., a joint Greek Week). 
g. If you have a joint Greek Week, any par0cipa0ng organiza0ons forfeit their right to 

host an individual Greek Week during the spring semester. 
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h. The Execu0ve Board must be no0fied of your decision to host a joint week instead 
of an individual week by the last week of the prior semester. 

i. No individual chapter may hold their own Greek Week in the fall semester. If two 
chapters agree to a joint Greek Week, they must notify the Executive Board by 
the last class day of the Spring semester. This excludes nationally recognized or 
mandated events that an organization may have (i.e. Founders Day, Achievement 
Week, etc.)  

j. No organization may host more than two joint Greek Weeks a semester. One may 
be held with a same-sex organization, and one may be held with an opposite-sex  
organization. Two same-sex joint weeks or two opposite-sex joint weeks will not 
be permitted.  

k. NPHC holds the right to host an event during this period, but any affected 
organiza0on will be no0fied at least one (1) week in advance. 

l. Member organizations (2 or more members) that have an event in their 
organization’s name (this includes chapter and organization nicknames) on 
another organization’s week without written approval from the organization and 
communication to the NPHC Executive Board shall be fined $175.00. 

i. This does not exclude co-hosted events. 
ii. New Member Presentations are the only exception. 

 
Sec0on 5 Academic Requirements 
 

A. All organiza0ons must maintain a cumula0ve chapter GPA of 2.5, or the chapter semester 
GPA must be at or above 2.75. Organiza0ons not mee0ng the requirements must have 
two-thirds (2/3) of the chapter aVend all NPHC Study Nights.  

 
Sec0on 6 CommiVees 
 

A. Standing CommiVees of the Auburn NPHC shall be: 
a. Ac0vi0es CommiVee 
b. Fundraising CommiVee 
c. Service CommiVee 
d. Tiger Stomp CommiVee 

B. Each organiza0on shall have at least one representa0ve on each commiVee.  
 

Ar0cle VI Membership Intake & Development 
 

Sec0on 1 Membership Intake 
 

A. The Membership Intake period and process of each member organiza0on shall be in 
accordance with the guidelines established by their na0onal office and Auburn University 
Greek Life Intake Policy. 

B. Each member organiza0on must follow the guidelines of repor0ng informa0on to the 
NPHC advisor. 
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C. All poten0al new members must aVend Meet the Greeks during their academic year of 
intake. 

D. Hazing includes any ac0vity not of a construc0ve nature in accordance with the purposes 
and objec0ves of the fraternity/sorority system. Hazing is not permiVed. 

E. Each member organiza0on must conform to the hazing policies of their na0onal office 
and Auburn University. Non-acceptable prac0ces include: 

a. Paddling, switching, slapping, or burning with hot objects 
b. Any physical or mental abuse 
c. Morally degrading or humilia0ng acts 
d. Consump0on of unusual combina0ons of food and beverages 
e. Subjec0on to chores of servitude 
f. Appearance in public as a spectacle or public nuisance in dress or behavior 

F. No NPHC organiza0on may hold a New Member Presenta0on on the same day as another 
NPHC organiza0on. 

G. No New Member Presenta0on may be held simultaneously with another organiza0on. 
H. No NPHC organization operating at Auburn University may begin the intake 

process before the NPHC hosts its “Meet the Greeks” program at the beginning of each 
semester. 

I. All membership intake/education processes and the introduction of new members will  
conclude no later than two (2) weeks prior to the last scheduled day of classes each 
semester if permissible by the chapter’s national organization.  

J. NPHC Intake policy will be reviewed annually.  
 
Note: For Spring classes that will be introduced during an organization’s assigned Greek Week,  
special arrangements may be made for the introduction show only. This must be arranged with 
the NPHC advisor on a case-by-case basis.
